Rehabilitation Program is designed 
to help residents upgrade their homes 
and improve living standards and 
quality of life for low to moderate 
income earners.  Home owners use 
the program for combined or single 
projects such as electrical upgrades, 
plumbing and heating systems, kitch-
en and bathroom upgrades, new roofs 
and, flooring and windows, and much 
more. Homeowners earning income 
from $50,350 per year per family of 1 
and up to $94,950 for a family of eight 
members are eligible to apply (income 
limits will be going up at the end of 
May, 2019).

KhmerPost USA sent some ques-
tions to the Merrimack Valley and 
Housing Partnership, a local non-prof-
it organization which helps homeown-
ers purchase First Time Homebuyer 
Program and home rehabilitation pro-
gram; Ed Alcantara, Intake Specialist 
answered as followed.

KhmerPost: How much can peo-
ple get through this program? 

Ed: That would depend on how 

much equity is in the house, the loans 
that the home owner currently has on 
the property and what home owner 
needs to make the property safe and 
take care of any code violations.

 
KhmerPost: What is the repay-

ment plan?
Ed: 0% interest, The City of Lowell 

is paid upon the sale, refinance (cash 

out) or transfer of the deed. Someone 
could make improvements and not pay 
until they sell their house in 5-10- 20  
years or longer. A borrower can pay 

the loan off at anytime they want with 
no penalty.

 KhmerPost: Can newly pur-
chased homeowners apply? 

Ed: Homeowners must have 
owned the property for at least 3 
years

and must reside in it. 
 KhmerPost: Is the money goes to 

contractor or homeowners to work on 

rehabilitation? 
The project is put to bid and a con-

tractor selected on the lowest bid. The 
funds are disbursed to the contractor 
by The City. The work is reviewed by 
a project manager as the project is be-
ing completed and the buyer and con-
tractor sign an agreement for the work 
being done.

 Additionally, the property must 
not have any liens and all taxes and 
water bills must be current in order to 
be eligible for the rehabilitation pro-
gram. If the property was built before 
1978 it must pass State and Federal 
Lead paint guidelines. Merrimack Val-
ley Housing Partnership assists home 
owners for those who need to rectify 
the lead before the project starts.

The work is supervised by a proj-
ect manager through The City of Low-
ell. The home will meet all health and 
safety requirements when the work 
is completed. All home built before 
1978 may require deleading as part of 
the rehabilitation funding.
