to ban the sale of new fur products

SACRAMENTO, CA — Governor Gavin News-
om signed into law last week, a sweeping legislation
to fight animal cruelty and promote animal welfare.
California is the first state in the country to ban the
sale of new fur products. Furthermore, the law also
states it is “unlawful to manufacture, offer for sale,
display for sale, trade, give donate or otherwise dis-
tribute a fur product in the state. The prohibition
would apply to clothing, handbags, shoes, slippers,
hats, or key chains that contain fur and provides for a
civil penalty for each violation”. This new law would
exempt leather, cowhide and shearling. It will go into af-
fect in 2023.

Included in a package of bills to ban the sale of
new fur products, the legislation also bans animals
used in circus acts such as elephants, bears and tigers,
and prohibits hunting, trapping, or killing bobcats in
California.

“California is a leader when it comes to animal
welfare and today that leadership includes banning the
sale of fur,” said Governor Newsom. “But we are do-
ing more than that. We are making a statement to the
world that beautiful wild animals like bears and tigers
have no place on trapeze wires or jumping through
flames. Just YouTube the videos showing the cruel
way these animals — often stripped from their moth-
ers as babies — are trained to do dangerous tricks. It’s
deeply disturbing.”

* An ICE administrative warrant (form |-200, 1-205) does not allow them to enter your
home without your consent.

American filmmaker Kalyanee Mam
is coming to Lowell and will be hosted
by Middlesex Community College for
a screening of her documentary, “Lost
World,” on Saturday, November 2,
from 6:30 to 7:30 p.m. at the Richard
& Nancy Donahue Family Academic
Arts Center, 240 Central St., Lowell.
All are encouraged and welcome to at-
tend this free screening!

Mam will discuss how communi-
ties must be held responsible and work
together to protect the natural world
from the cause and effects of climate
change.

She said, “Many of our motives
and beliefs come from a mistaken per-
ception of the world and its values.
By changing our definition of what it
means to be powerful, beautiful and
aware, we can make those who com-
mit acts of injustice reflective and ac-
countable for their actions.”

Her inspiration for filming stems

from a visit to the mangrove forests in
Cambodia that she took with a friend.

“We sailed along the ocean for
over an hour and yet, the mangrove
forests continued to stretch on for

miles, their shiny green leaves shim-
mering like water in the early evening
light,” Mam said.

As they ventured onwards, the
tree line dwindled and Mam was ap-

Mam was born in Cambodia, but
her family left to escape the Khmer
Rouge regime. Upon her return, she
was disheartened to witness the de-
struction of her homeland.

palled by what she discovered.

“Huge excavators were mining
the mangrove forests for sand and
shipping this sand to Singapore to ex-
pand this island nation's land mass,

“I wanted to understand where all
this sand was going and why and how
a country, considered one of the most
affluent in the world, could destroy
someone else’s home to build their
own,” she said. “It is already enough
to be removed from one’s land. It is
another thing entirely to have one’s
land removed as well.”

Dr. Shelley Hawks, MCC Adjunct
Professor of Art History, said, “Her
filmmaking provides a great example
of how visual forms of story-telling
awaken us to threats to our environ-
ment. Her film nurtures concern for
nature in this era when we must learn
to value nature more and move to-
wards environmental sustainability.”

Mam directed and produced “A
River Changes Course™ in 2013, which
won the Sundance Grand Jury Prize
and is the cinematographer and asso-
ciate producer of the Academy Award-
winning film “Inside Job” in 2011.
