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HANDS-FREE USE OF MOBILE TELEPHONE WHILE
DRIVING IN MA LAW TAKES AFFECT IN FEBRUARY 2020

BOSTON, MA — Governor
Charlie Baker signed legislation
“An Act requiring the hands-free
use of mobile telephones while
driving” which entails drivers can-
not make phone calls, read or view
text, look at pictures or video,
check email or surfing on the web
while driving unless it is used in
the hands-free mode, using ad-
vance technology such as blue-
tooth. The new law permits drivers
to view on the device that is help-
ing with the map navigation and
the device must be mounted onto
the appropriate location in the car.
The new law also allows the usage
of electronic devices in response to
an emergency, such as for first re-
sponders it is necessary do to their
jobs. Operators who are not in trav-
el lanes and are parked also can use
the mobile devices.

Violating this new hands-free
law will be penalized $100 fine for

The hands-free law will be en-
forced in February 2020. Part of
the new legislation, law enforce-
ment officers who make traffic
stops are also required to collect
data for the Registry of Moto Ve-
hicles including the age, race and
gender of the individuals received
a warning or citation and the infor-
mation will be made available for
public by the Secretary of Public
Safety’s office annually. The col-
lection of data aims to promote
transparency in law enforcements.
The legislation also requires bias
training program for any law en-
forcement entity which defines by
analysis of the data to have engaged
racial profiling during traffic stops.

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Treasury Sanctions Corruption and Material Support Networks: Global
Magnitsky target corruption on International Anti-Corruption Day

Washington — Corruption is a
global problem. It undermines the
abilities of governments to adequately
care for their citizens; erodes the legal,
moral, and ethical fabric of society;
and facilitates transnational crime.
Today, on International Anti-Corrup-
tion Day, the U.S. Department of the
Treasury’s Office of Foreign Assets
Control (OFAC) is targeting corrupt
actors and their networks across nu-
merous countries in Europe, Asia, and
Latin America. Today’s action, pursu-
ant to Executive Order (E.O.) 13818,
which builds upon and implements the
Global Magnitsky Human Rights Ac-
countability Act, and targets perpetra-
tors of serious human rights abuse and
corruption.

“Corruption deprives people of
their countries’ resources, basic essen-
tial services, and economic opportuni-
ties, while it enriches a select few and
facilitates environmental destruction,
political instability, and conflict,” said
Secretary Steven T. Mnuchin. “On In-
ternational Anti-Corruption Day, we
are targeting actors in Europe, Asia,
and Latin America who continue
through their illicit activities to under-
mine the foundations of stable, secure,
and functioning societies.”

To raise public awareness for an-
ti-corruption initiatives, International
Anti-Corruption day has been ob-
served annually on December 9 since
the United Nations General Assembly
adopted the United Nations Conven—

tion against Corruption (UNCAC)
on October 31, 2003. Currently UN-
CAC has 186 State parties. Included
in the press release from the U.S. De-
partment of Treasury, it included two
Cambodian nationals have been put
on sanction list below:

bribery. The United States prioritizes
anticorruption efforts as a key part of
its vision for a free and open Indo-
Pacific, recognizing good governance
as integral to U.S. foreign policy and
national security interests and in line
with U.S. values.

Pheap has used his vast network
inside Cambodia to build a large scale
illegal logging consortium that relies
on the collusion of Cambodian of-
ficials, to include purchasing protec-
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TRY-'PHEAP

tion from the government, including
military protection, for the movement
of his illegal products. For example,
Pheap used the Cambodian military to
enable his timber trafficking activities
and sell to buyers in Vietnam, China,
Europe, and Russia. The support of
these officials makes it difficult for
local authorities to take lawful ac-
tion against Pheap, as in one example,
Cambodian National Park officials
were paid by Pheap to keep his op-
erations secret from the international
community.

In addition to the designation
of Pheap, OFAC is designating 11
Cambodia-registered entities that are
owned or controlled by Pheap: Try
Pheap Group Co., Ltd.; M.D.S.Import
Export Co., Ltd.; Try Pheap Dry Port
Co., Ltd.; Try Pheap Engineering &
Construction Co., Ltd.; Try Pheap
Grand Royal Co., Ltd.; Try Pheap Im-
port Export Co., Ltd.; Papa Petroleum
Co., Ltd.; Try Pheap Property Co.,
Ltd.; Try Pheap Travel & Tours Co.,
Ltd.; M D S Thmorda S E Z Co., Ltd.;

KUN KIM AND HIS FAMILY
NETWORK

Kun Kim (Kim) is designated for
being a foreign person who is a cur-
rent or former government official
responsible for or complicit in, or has
directly or indirectly engaged in cor-
ruption, including the misappropria-
tion of state assets, the expropriation
of private assets for personal gain,
corruption related to government con-
tracts or the extraction of natural re-
sources, or bribery.

Kim was a senior General in the
RCAF and was instrumental in a de-
velopment in Koh Kong province and
had reaped significant financial benefit
from his relationships with a People’s
Republic of China (PRC) state-owned
entity. Kim used RCAF soldiers to in-
timidate, demolish, and clear-out land
sought by the PRC-owned entity. Kun
Kim was replaced as RCAF Chief
of Staff because Kim had not shared
profits from his unlawful businesses
with senior Cambodian government
officials.

Cambodian elites like Kim use
their familial networks to create shad-
ow structures to shield ill-gotten as-
sets. Such corruption undermines the
ability to realize the vision for a free
and open Indo-Pacific that we share
with ASEAN and other Indo-Pacific
partners. In addition to Kim, OFAC
designated three members of Kim’s
family: King Chandy(Chandy), Kim
Sophary (Sophary), and Kim Phara
(Phara), for acting or purporting to act
for or on behalf of, directly or indirect-
ly, Kim. Five entities that are owned or
controlled by these individuals were
also designated today:

7 Makara Phary Co., Ltd. is reg-
istered in Cambodia, and is owned or
controlled by Sophary.

K D Rubber Plantation Co., Ltd. is
registered in Cambodia, and is owned
or controlled by Chandy.

Cambo Elite Security Force Co.,
Ltd. is registered in Cambodia, and is
owned or controlled by Sophary.

and Romdoul Development Co., Ltd.
