and I have already
covered the two
most productive
reasons for re-
opening these cases.
One is the recent issue of whether the
crime for which they had been ordered
deported really is a deportable offense
under current case law. There have
been a number of First Circuit and
even Supreme Court decisions stating
that crimes that were once thought to
be crimes of violence and thus potential
aggravated felonies, are not. The other
is the so-called “Padilla Motion”, in
which the underlying criminal conviction
is vacated because the criminal defense
lawyer failed to advise an Alien De-
fendant properly concerning the im-
migration consequences of the plea or
even of rejecting a plea and going to
trial. Neither of these defenses re-
quired that the underlying crime be an
aggravated felony. I recently won a
case in Immigration Court where the
drug possession charges were vacated
because of corruption in the state
crime lab. I once had a simple weap-
ons possession charge, which is not an
aggravated felony but nevertheless
grounds for deportation, dismissed on
Padilla grounds.

Beyond these two methods, things
get a little trickier, especially for people
who have Final Orders of Removal.
There are two other methods, which
can be effective but are largely much
based on luck. The first of these is very
similar to the Padilla issues I discussed
in my second article. However, this in-
volves the judge not issuing a proper
warning. M.G.L. Chapter 278, Section
29D, mandates that anytime someone
pleads guilty or admits to sufficient
facts or otherwise takes a plea in a
criminal case, the judge issue the fol-
lowing immigration warning:

“If you are not a citizen of the
United States, you are hereby advised
that the acceptance by this court of
your plea of guilty, plea of nolo con-
tendere, or admission to sufficient
facts may have consequences of de-
portation, exclusion from admission
to the United States, or denial of natu-

the judge did not give a proper immi-
gration warning, “prejudice” does not
need to be proved. Put another way,
even if the Criminal Defendant has
been fully apprised of the immigration
consequences of the case by the Attorney,
and is fully aware of the deportation
risk and, of course, has signed a written
immigration warning also containing
these words, the plea is vacated and the
case is reopened.

More importantly, the Massachu-
setts Supreme Judicial Court (SJC)
has recently shown less tolerance for
judges deviating from the script provided
by the legislature. There is a series of
cases in which the SJC acknowledged
that the judge did not give a proper
warning but managed to find a way to
uphold the conviction anyway. In its
most recent decision however, it has
declared its interpretation of the stat-
ute to be “strict” and although they did
not quite mandate that the judge read
the warning word-for-word, they have
essentially indicated that that is what
they want judges to do. I will be test-
ing this decision soon. I have a case in
which the judge, in the course of his
warning, managed to get every word
of the statute out but interspersed it
with a lot of other words which made
the warning confusing and actually
undercut the legislative purpose. When
I first started researching this issue, I
thought that [ was creating an issue for
appeal. In view of the recent SJC deci-
sion though, I think I have a strong is-
sue for the trial court itself.

The problem though is that it
requires the judge not give a proper
immigration warning. Some judges
have a tendency simply to read the
warning as written in every single
case, in large part because they have
no interest in what the Defendant’s
circumstance may be and simply want
to get it over with. Ironically, a mum-
bled pro forma but literally compliant
warning is unlikely ever to be over-
turned. It is when the judges start tak-
ing an interest and tailoring a warning
to a specific case that they are at risk

(NMMPO) has released for pub-
lic comment a draft amendment to
the FFY 2020-2024 Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP).The
proposed TIP amendment involves
programming funds for the Mer-
rimack Riverwalk Extension Proj-
ect in Lowell. A summary of the
amendment can be found at www.

There are two public meetings
currently scheduled. One, a pub-
lic meeting to receive comments
on the draft amendment will be
held on March 10, 5:30 PM, at
the Northern Middlesex Council
of Governments (NMCOG) of-
fices, 40 Church Street, Suite 200,
Lowell, MA. You may also submit
comments by phone at (978) 454-
8021, ext.

If preferred, com-
ments may be mailed to the above
address. The public comment pe-
riod for the TIP amendment ends
on March 20. The second public
meeting is scheduled for March 25,
2:00 PM at NMCOG offices, when
the NMMPO will meet to consider
endorsement of the amendment.
The NMMPO’s public participa-
tion process satisfies the LRTA’s
public participation requirements
for the program of projects.

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of getting reversed. The only way
to know if a judge gave a proper warn-
ing is to have the plea colloquy tran-
scribed. The good news is that if the
plea colloquy no longer exists, the
court is not entitled to a presumption
that it gave a proper warning. The bad
news is that an affidavit from the
judge

saying “I always give a proper
warning” is usually going to be ac-
cepted as proof that a proper warning
was given.

Another luck of the draw kind of
situation is when the parent of the person
who has been ordered deported has
been naturalized before that person’s
eighteenth birthday. I have had a few
people come to me because they tried
to naturalize and were told at their
naturalization interviews that they
were already US Citizens because
their parents had naturalized before
they turned eighteen. One of the inter-
esting problems that we encounter is
that you must prove that such a person
is a US Citizen and it fell upon me to
take care of that. However, this can be

an issue in the deportation context as
well. If you were living with your par-
ents and it was the day before your
eighteenth birthday when a parent
with whom you lived took the oath of
citizenship and became a United States
Citizen, you are a United States Citi-
zen. If you are a Citizen, you cannot
be deported, and that Final Order of
Removal needs to be vacated. In fact,
I would go so far as to say that, not-
withstanding the existence of a Final
Order of Removal, you are entitled to
go to the US Embassy, get a US pass-
port, and come home. However, prov-
ing that you were in the physical cus-
tody of your naturalized parent at that
time, where that time was probably a
long time ago, can be a challenging,
but hardly impossible, issue. Unfortu-
nately, the mere fact that the parent
naturalized does not mean that you
naturalized. There are other conditions
as well. Still, this can be a fool-proof
method of beating deportation, even
where a Final Order of Removal has
already entered.
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
