and no organization is taking care of
mother, grandmother, grandfather who
are sick in bed so how they afford, in
this situation I am so worried” said
Pitou Pin. Another resident at Veng
Sreng Street near Pochentong Interna-
tional Airport posted several videos of
his flooded neighborhood in Phnom
Penh on Facebook and expressed “this
is my city, my country, my home I
don’t know what’s going on. The
drainage clogged all the water in
Phnom Penh already. Thousands of
homes are in the water. All the belong-
ings are ruined now.

“Last night, the bridge has fallen
in Khan Dongkor, stung Preigh
Thnouht, a few districts are in the wa-
ter.

In Phnom Penh, at Kandal
Market the water began to go down,
but my area isn’t yet. The government
declared a national emergency. The
government and disaster management
are working to rescue people and send-

ing flood supplies” Ricky reported to
Khmer Post USA on Friday night.
“The governmentis overwhelmed,
Prime Minister Hun Sen sent out po-
lice and military officers and boats
ready to rescue people, residents on

Human Rights Watch, in an

He was also urged to criticize Indo-
nesia’s suppression on freedom of
religion, press freedom, the rights
to sexual orientation and gender
identity, and the rights of Indige-
nous peoples. Prime Minister
Yoshihide Suga scheduled his first
foreign trip to Indonesia and Viet-
nam from October 18 — 21, 2020.

“Japan should use its signifi-
cant leverage as a major donor to
the Vietnamese and Indonesian
governments to press both to stop
violating human rights,” said Phil
Robertson, deputy Asia director.
“Prime Minister Suga should pub-
licly and privately show that Japan

is serious about its policy declara-
tions to promote human rights

abroad.”

People who criticize the Viet-
namese government or the ruling
Communist Party are subjected to
police harassment, restricted move-
ment, physical assault, arbitrary ar-
rest and detention, and imprison-
ment.

Vietnamese authorities have also
