BOSTON - Three Cambodian
American organizations in Lowell re-
ceived the grants from Mass Cultural
Council according to a press release on
Wednesday, May 3rd.

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Harvard students host panel to discuss Jesse Sarey, a
Cambodian American murdered by Washington State
Police Jeff Nelson and his upcoming trial

The Harvard University Khmer
Student Association and the Pan-Asian
Coalition at the Harvard Graduate
School of Education hosted a virtual
panel, “Justice 4 Jesse,” on May 18 to
discuss the life of Jesse Sarey, a 26 year
old Cambodian American who was bru-
tally killed by Washington State Auburn
Police in 2019. The trial for his mur-
der, State vs. Nelson, is being delayed
to spring 2023, while Nelson is on paid
leave according to the latest report by
the Seattle Times. The family is asking
for public support.

Jesse Sarey was born in Seattle,
WA. At 11 years old, he joined his 10
year old brother Torell. They were
placed in foster care with Elaine Simons
where Torell would live for the next 9
years. Jesse ended up in another foster
home. “He died at a very young age and
his family is still seeking answers,” said
Simons, Sarey’s foster mother. “He was
having a mental health crisis at the time.
When Nelson took his life away, he also
took away the opportunity for Sarey to
turn his life around.”

Jesse’s mother came from Cambo-
dia as child refugee in the 1980s with a
family of 8 siblings after the fall of the
Khmer Rouge. They lived in Oregon for

a few years before they settled in Wash-
ington State. In Cambodian culture, it’s
perfectly normal to have 12 or 13 people
living in one household in a multigen-
erational family. Jesse Sarey entered
into Foster-care due his un met needs.
Simons described Sarey’s mother, Nga
Kari Sarey, as her friend who cared
greatly for her children. “Kari has been
a huge part of our lives, she took care of
all of us,” said Maryna, Sarey’s cousin.

Simons went to Cambodia with To-
rell and his cousins, aunt and uncle, the
memories that bring her joy. But when
asked about what she thought about
Sarey’s life, she responded “It sounds
like I’'m against the system, but for the
majority of children, the foster care sys-
tem ends up failing them. They ended
up homeless and that was the case for
Sarey. Where were they when Sarey
was going through all this? The law has
failed him.”

On the day of the killing, “instead
of receiving mental health support that
he needed that day, the police was called
resulting in Jesse’s murder,” wrote the
Khmer Student Association at Harvard
College in press release.

Jesse’s older cousin, Steven Sarey,
was contacted on the day of his death.
He said it was the hardest thing to in-
form his aunt about what happened to
Jesse. “I didn’t hear a response but just
a very loud cry, I just felt pain,” he said.

Kolton, Jesse’s youngest brother,
was with his mom when she received
the news. He said, “I was very shocked.
I couldn’t believe it. She wasn’t even
over my dad passing away. That pretty
much crushed her.”

Nga Kari Sarey’s husband had
died one month before Sarey’s murder.
She died of heartbreak two years after.
“She basically gave up fighting,” said
Simons.

The killing happened in 2019, be-
fore George Floyd’s death, so the story
was quietly forgotten. “We didn’t have
the public attention like George Floyd
did; however, when the movement
around George Floyd happened, we saw
that it was kind of giving us a vehicle to
tell our story,” said Simons.

The family said they requested
footage of the incident collected by
investigators. King County eventually
shared the videos to the family, which
showed that Nelson attempted to arrest
Sarey for disorderly conduct, but within
one minute Nelson had shot him twice:
once in the stomach and again in the
forchead. Sarey was unarmed. Sarey
later died that night at the Seattle Harbor
View Medical Center.

Jesse is the third murder victim of
Jeff Nelson. He was finally charged by
the King County Prosecutor Office af-

ter taking Jesse’s life for second degree

Standing by the Bayon statue, Con-
gresswoman Trahan reflected on her
recent trip to Ukraine where she went to
the Poland border to visit the refugee
camps.

My questions for Maura were the
following:

Maura: I’'m so happy being here.
1t’s so wondertill to be in Cambodia Town
to see the other businesses that are thriv-
1ng in this incredibly vibrant community.

Soben: Now that you have experi-
ence visiting the town, how relevant do

you think having the Genocide Education
Act passed?

Maura: It’s so important. When [
think about Lowell. [ think about how
many immigrant communities have de-
veloped in Massachusetts that made so
much of the state. In this time, we need
to do everything we can to protect im-
migrants, refugees, and educate about
Genocide. Unfortunately, many other
communities experienced genocide, in
Massachusetts we need to talk about 1t,
educate about it in school, and educate
the public so these will never happen
again.

Soben: We know you worked on the
Anti-Hate Crime Bill, tell the public a
little more about that?

Maura: We know the importance to
fight racism, fight white supremacy, and
fight bigotry, so we proposed a law that
will make 1t easier for people who com-
mitted hate crime to be prosecuted and
to be held accountable.

Soben: Yesterday it was so hot (90
degree on 5/22) and so is today. Is climate
change part of your agenda?

Maura: Absolutely, climate change
1s real and is existential threat. We need
to make sure we are dealing with this
extreme heat, we need more green space,
more forest, we need to protect our wa-
terways, we need to move away fiom
fossil fuel. I have promised as Governor,
I’ll be the most aggressive Governor in
the country when it comes to addressing
climate change. I also know that com-
munities of color, communities with low
Income are hurt the worst by climate
change here and around the globe and
we need to fix that.

Soben: Inflation is on everybody’s
mind and at the dinner table conversation
right now, how will you help Massachu-
setts with the inflation?

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Cambodia and Myanmar diasporas held protest in
Washington D.C. during the US-ASEAN Summit

Thursday, May 12 —Cambodia
and Myanmar diasporas held ASEAN
People’s Summit Rally in Washington
D.C., in parallel to the US-ASEAN
Summit, to promote human rights and
democracy, and to denounce autocra-
cy in ASEAN countries.

An estimate of 400 people came
to the rally, include some from Low-
ell, Massachusetts. Prime Minister
Hun Sen reportedly also had a larger
number of Cambodian fans to re-
ceive his visit to counter the protest.
Remarkable, one man was able to get
close enough and threw one shoes at
the Prime Minister that had become a
news during his visit.

The rally titled “Democracy not
Autocracy in ASEAN” is the follow-
up to an open letter that the Cambodia
and Myanmar diaspora groups sent to
President Joe Biden on January 21st,
2022, and a second letter that followed
on May 1st, 2022. They called on the
U.S. government and world leaders to
take concrete and meaningful actions
towards promoting genuine democ-
racy and respect for human rights in

ASEAN, and to urge all our allies in
Asia and the Pacific to do the same,
particularly in Cambodia and Myan-
mar.

“We’re calling on the U.S. gov-

emnment and the world leaders to
deny the legitimacy of authoritarian
regimes, especially Hun Sen’s regime
in Cambodia, by signaling that the re-
sults of the upcoming 2022 and 2023
elections in Cambodia will not be rec-
ognized until all dissolved opposition
parties are restored unconditionally,
meaningful systemic change are im-
plemented, and free and fair elections
are held under international monitor-

ing,” says Mu Sochua, Deputy Vice
President of the Cambodian National
Rescue Party (CNRP) who is currently
living in exile in the U.S. CNRP was
the main opposition party before the

Cambodian Supreme Court banned it,
in what amounted to a judicially facil-
itated coup in 2017. Its 55 elected par-
liament members and 5,007 commune
councilors were barred from partici-
pating in the government and most of
their seats assigned to the ruling party.
Prime Minister Hun Sen has remained
in power on an uncontested basis for
over 37 years through systematic sup-
pression of human rights, democracy,

kept the political opposition under
tight control and limited free speech
and the free press.

As chairman of the Association
of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN),
Mr. Hun Sen’s lack of respect for the
rule of law and human rights, has
caused further division and deteriora-
tion of democracy within ASEAN.

Myanmar is currently facing the
worst humanitarian crisis in its his-
tory after the military launched a coup
against the democratically elected
government in Myanmar on Febru-
ary 1 of last year. The country is in
a state of war. Over 1 million people
have been displaced from their homes,
schools and transportation are shut-
down, driving the economy to the
brink of collapse.

“We welcome conceptually — as
a member state of ASEAN, we want
ASEAN to be able to help resolve all
crises that the people are facing in our

country. In principle, we welcome the
positive approaches of the ASEAN
leadership, but they have to be very
practical. They also have to call for the
Myanmar people’s freedom to express
their will peacefully. Freedom of asso-
ciation and freedom of the press must
be granted before the dialogue process
they are calling for, can happen”, said
U Bo Hla Tint, the Ambassador of
Myanmar’s National Unity Govern-
ment to ASEAN.

nal libel laws; serious restrictions on in-
ternet freedom; substantial interference
with the freedom of peaceful assembly
and freedom of association; restrictions
on freedom of movement, including
exit bans on activists; serious govern-
ment corruption; trafficking in persons;

FDR and Myanmar in 1997, and Cam-
bodia in 1999, making up the 10-member
states today. The ASEAN charter is a
legally-binding international agreement,
registered with United Nations in 2008
and aims to secure peace, neutrality,
cooperation, boost the economic and
cultural development and trades.

The two days program were packed
with activities from working lunch with
house speaker Nancy Palosi, to meeting
with business leaders about economic
cooperation, to having dinner at the White
House with President Joe Biden.

The next day, the U.S. Vice President
Kamala Harris and Secretary of State
Antony Blinkin hosted a meeting with
the member states. They discussed
maritime cooperation, pandemic recovery,
climate changes. The summit ended with
a meeting with President Biden for two
hours and Biden meeting individual
member state for a brief “private chat”.

Myanmar was not invited to the
Special Summit as result of the country’s
military coup in Feb. 2021 which ousted
the democratically elected government
of Aung San Suu Kyi. The NUG repre-
sentative also was not invited but they
met the Assistant Secretary of State
Wendy Sherman and this was viewed as
a progress, according to the group.

Philippines also did not join the
Summit as the eldest son of former
President Ferdinand Marcos is in the
midst of a Presidential election. How the
U.S. relations with Philippines is still to
be seen. President Rodrigo Duterte cited
because “it’s a matter of principles.”

Cambodia’s dictator Hun Sen, as
chairman of the ASEAN, was invited to
the White House regardless after he
ousted his opponent the CNRP ahead of
the 2018 election and took all seats.
Cambodia had joined the rank of the
single party ruled ASEAN member states
including Vietnam, Laos, and Brunei.
The group has become a “dictator club”
over the years as the majority of member
are now made up of single-party states.
Vietnam’s poor human rights and single
party rule contribute the further erosion
of democracy in Laos and Cambodia,
causing the de-stabilization of the
ASEAN.

However, The United States has a
bigger concern. China is the United States’
biggest existential treat as a superpower
in Southeast Asia. And Vietnam has been
chosen (again) to be an ally in the eco-
nomic proxy war against China. The
strengthening ties between the U.S. and
Vietnam is obvious as Vice President
Kamila Harris made trip to Vietnam in
early months after Biden took the office,
and during this 2-days conference, Viet-
nam was the major player. Hun Sen was
on the other hand quietly casted aside.
Cambodia has lost the BBA status due
his record of human rights violations in
2020 and it was given to Vietnam at very
same year despite its communist rule.

In the same way that that Russia
tried to take over Ukraine by installing

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a puppet government, Vietnam installed
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ful in using his regime to divert attention
and instead benefit Vietnam, including
its economy, its international standing
and relations.

When the Trump Administration
imposed a 25% tax tariff on China with
combination of covid-19 pandemic caused
the shortage of supply chain, the inflation
in the U.S. went up to over 8%, more
than in the last 40 years.

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Senate unanimously passes Markey’s resolu-
tion to commemorate 1991 Cambodia Paris
Peace Agreement and call on the Cambodian

government to fulfill the democratic promises

Washington D.C., -- May 12, 2022
-- the Senate unanimously passes S. 427
resolution to commemorate 1991 Cam-
bodia Paris Peace Agreement and call
on the Cambodian government to fulfill
the democratic promises in conjunction
with Prime Minister Hun Sen’s partici-
pation in the ASEAN Leaders Summit
at the White House.

The Agreements, signed by 19
countries on October 23, 1991, laid the
foundation for a peaceful, prosperous,
democratic, and sovereign Cambodia
after the Vietnam’s invasion from 1979
until the Paris Peace Accords that gave
Cambodia peace, territorial integrity — a
commitment that the Hun Sen’s govern-
ment has continuously to unfilled be-
cause his government was installed by
Vietnam after the invasion of Cambodia.

“Yesterday, the Senate sent an
unmistakable message to Cambodian
Prime Minister Hun Sen: his govern-

ment must live up to the democratic
promise of the Paris Peace Agreements,
not turn back the clock on peace,” said
Senator Edward J. Markey (D-Mass.),
Chairman of the East Asia Subcom-
mittee on the Senate Foreign Relations
Committee. “Hun Sen and the Cambodi-
an People’s Party have failed to meet the
promise of the Paris Peace Agreements
and the Cambodian Constitution which
provide the foundation for free and fair
elections, human rights, and a commit-
ment to neutrality. Congress must also
pass the Cambodia Democracy and
Human Rights Act, which I introduced
with Senator Rubio, to make it clear that
the United States, is unshakably com-
mitted to the people of Cambodia and
their constitutional right to democracy.”

Along with Senator Mitt Romney
(R-Utah), a Ranking Member of the East
Asia Subcommittee, whose said “The
Paris Peace Accords marked the end of

City of Lowell is a working-class
city with medium income of $62,000
per household with 40 thousand house-
holds, according to the 2020 U.S cen-
sus. 21% of 115,441 persons living in
Lowell are of Asian descent. 17.9% are
Latinos, 49.8% are white, and 8.9%
are blacks, and 4.3% are mixed two
races or more. Lowell’s high school
enrolled 3,056 of which 29% are Asian
(predominantly Cambodian), 34%
Hispanic and 20% white. Foreign born
persons are 26%, and 40% of the total
population speaks a language other than
English at home. The complex needs
of Lowell’s immigrant community make
it so the opportunities provided by the
scholarships are especially beneficial.

The story of the Lowell High School
scholarship is truly rqmarkable. The

other scholarship events — not because
the event was unimportant, but because
of the extensive list of scholarship
recipients. It took two moderators two
hours to finish reading out loud each
of 378 different scholarships awarded
to the deserving 243 graduating seniors.

This is not a complaint — the length
of the list allows one to open their eyes
and see the charitable people in Lowell.
It is a chance to appreciate the generos-
ity of the older generations, who have
gifted the futures of the youth in Low-
ell, whom they may never meet. About
one-half of the scholarship recipients

old mill city high school had $75,500
in 26 scholarship funds established
before 1998, where it transferred the
funds to the Greater Lowell Commu-
nity Foundation to manage and invest.

“The Cambodian government con-

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Lowell Education Reaches $260 Million! niLijij]aﬁjLniai S.jiil'l.ii:flSnii:i $260 MNS

The cost of education is expensive!
But yet, every student has been attending
the public school at no cost. Because the
price to educate students at Lowell Pub-
lic Schools is so high, the City of Lowell
could not afford to provide adequate edu-
cation to children in the city alone. The
biggest funding comes from the State
of Massachusetts and a smallest amount
comes from the Federal Government.

A few decades ago public schools,
grades 12 and under, was under one sys-
tem; the Lowell Public Schools (LPS) sys-
tem. The State of Massachusetts, the City
of Lowell, and the Federal Government
then also provided the funding.

Education has evolved. School fund-
ing is being divided into three kinds of
public schools. They are the traditional
public LPS schools, the charter schools,
and vocational schools.

Lowell Public Schools (LPS) is the
traditional public schools. This School
System is being closely watched by 6
elected School Committee.

In the current school year (21/22),
there are about 14,000 students in Low-
ell Public Schools; and the total funding
is about $250.6 million. Out of the to-
tal above, the City of Lowell contributes
$15.7 million. The State of Massachusetts
contributes $178.5 million and the re-
maining balance comes from the Federal
Government.

The amount of money that Lowell
received is calculated by the amount of
students. $250.6 million may seem high,
but this total amount does not include the
students that attend vocational school and
charter schools. When students go to ei-
ther one of these schools, certain amount
of money would follow the students to that
school. That is how charter schools and
vocation school compete for money away
from the Lowell Public Schools. But the
benefit for students from this competition
is that they have more choices.

The City of Lowell is required to
contribute $54.1 million, but only $15.7
million is in the form of cash. The re-
maining $38.4 million, the City of Lowell
subtracts for services including snow/ice
removal, parking fees, pensions, building
maintenance, and many other charges.

For the next school year, the total
amount of money is expected to increase
to around $260 million. The State of Mas-
sachusetts is expected to contribute about
$201 million, an increase of about $22.5
million.

The City of Lowell is required to
contribute $56.9 million. This is an in-
crease of $2.79 million. And the required
cash portion is $18.5 million. Ironically,
the cash portion, instead of increasing, the
City of Lowell reduces $3 million from
the $15.7 million. So the cash portion that
the City intend to contribute to the Lowell
Public Schools for next year is only $12.7
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million. This represents a $5.8 million
short fall of cash to the Schools.

The school budget for the next school
year is only an estimate. This estimate is
necessary because it gives Lowell Public
Schools a starting point for planning the
budget for the next school year.
