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AMERICAN-CAMBODIAN HUMAN RIGHTS
DEFENDER THEARY SENG CONVICTED,
SENTENCED TO SIX YEARS IN PRISON

Phnom Penh, Cambodia (June 4,
2022) —a American-Cambodian human
rights and democracy activist Theary
Seng was convicted of "conspiracy to
commit treason" and "incitement to cre-
ate gross chaos impacting public secu-
rity." She was sentenced to six years
in prison on these charges, which are
clearly a political tool
being used to punish Ms.
Seng for her outspoken
criticism of the regime
of Prime Minister Hun
Sen. She was immedi-
ately taken into custody
and was reportedly being
taken to Prey Sar Prison
outside Phnom Penh,
later to Preah Vihear’s
prison, where is very far
from the capital city.

Ms. Seng was
dressed for her final court
appearance as Lady Lib-
erty, pictured above. As
she told the media out-
side the courthouse:

I am Lady Liberty.

I am Freedom.

I am your breath.

You cannot live well
without me.

I am the colors that
enrich your life.

I am the music that feeds your soul.

I am the oxygen you breathe.

This autocratic regime wants to
stop you from breathing,

This autocratic regime wants to im-

prison freedom.
Free Freedom! Long live Liberty!

The political process against Ms.
Seng began in November 2020 as part of
a broader program by Hun Sen to crush
dissent and hobble the democratic op-
position in Cambodia. Despite having
no political party affiliation, Ms. Seng
was initially charged as part of a mass
trial of 41 other individuals, comprised
mainly of former officials and members
of the banned Cambodia National Res-
cue Party (CNRP). Her trial was sub-
sequently separated and delayed, while
other opposition leaders were convicted
and sentenced to prison.

From the very beginning, the ju-
dicial process against Ms. Seng has
been characterized by egregious human
rights and due process violations. Ms.
Seng has never been presented with
any information regarding the factual
basis of the charges against her, mak-
ing it impossible to prepare an effec-
tive defense. Furthermore, based on
her co-defendants and the regime's his-
tory of misusing treason and incitement
charges, she is being prosecuted solely
for her outspoken criticism of the gov-
ernment and support of the opposition
— and in particular her public support of
the attempted return of CNRP leaders to
Cambodia in November 2019.

"By detaining Theary on plainly
fabricated national security charges,
Hun Sen has violated a litany of her
rights — and dealt yet another blow to
Cambodia's civic space," said Jared

WORCESTER — Maura Healey
secured the Democratic nomination
for Governor of Massachusetts, earn-
ing 71% of the vote from delegates at
the Democratic State Convention in
Worcester. Healey received the highest
vote percentage of a Democratic can-
didate for a contested Massachusetts
Governor's nomination in recent history.
If elected in November, Healey would
be the first woman elected Governor in

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Massachusetts and the first openly les-
bian Governor in the country

In her speech, Healey outlined her
vision for making a difference in the
lives of Massachusetts residents and
the stakes of the election. She pointed
to lowering the high cost of living, ex-
panding job training, making Massa-
chusetts a global leader on clean energy,
and protecting and expanding access to
abortion as top priorities.

"T will be a Governor who sees ev-
eryone, listens to everyone, and hears
everyone. A Governor who fights to
make sure people share in our progress

and no one is left behind. A Governor
as tough as the state she serves," said
Healey in her speech. "Because in Mas-
sachusetts, we don't follow. We lead. We
don't wait. We act. And we never back
down when people are counting on us."

In a video, family members, col-
leagues, and community leaders de-
scribed Healey as caring, understand-
ing, courageous, empathetic, a team
player, and a champion for justice and
equality. They praised her for holding
predatory student lenders accountable,
standing up for reproductive freedom,
combating the opioid epidemic, enforc-
ing the assault weapons ban, supporting
LGBTQ+ youth, and tackling the cli-
mate crisis.

Danielle Allen, former candidate
for Governor and the first Black woman
to run for statewide office in Massachu-
setts, endorsed Maura ahead of the Con-
vention. “I'm delighted to endorse Mau-
ra Healey — a seasoned leader with an
invaluable depth of experience across
the board and a track record of commit-
ment to the people of Massachusetts,"
said Allen in a statement. "With the
depth and strength of her criminal jus-
tice reform agenda, including her focus
on driving progress through leadership
appointments, Maura is already lead-
ing for change — and with her support
for climate justice, overdose prevention
sites, and same day voter registration,
she will be an effective champion on the
biggest issues facing our state.”

At the Convention, the motion to
nominate Healey was made by Danielle
Allen, Grace Akkara, a 19-year-old del-
egate from Quincy who had previously
worked with Healey to advocate for the
Equal Rights Amendment, and Healey's
brother, Terrence Healey of Essex, sec-
onded the nomination.

to Ms. Seng. "It is clear that Hun Sen
feels greatly threatened by this cou-
rageous woman who speaks truth to
power." Prior to her scheduled hearing
on November 26, 2020, Mr. Genser and
his team at Perseus Strategies submitted
an urgent appeal to the United Nations
Special Rapporteurs on the situation of
human rights in Cambodia and the free-
dom of opinion and expression, high-
lighting the abuses taking place in Ms.
Seng's case.

In recent months, Cambodia has
come under intense scrutiny for its hu-

man rights record. United Nations hu-
man rights experts criticized Cambodia
for "weaponizing" its justice system to
reduce civic space and target those who
stand up for human rights, expressing
alarm "that the courts are again being
weaponized to silence any form of dis-
sent, including peaceful activism that is
protected under the right to freedom of
expression." In October 2021, the UN
Special Rapporteur on the situation of
human rights in Cambodia warned that
the country is "backsliding" away from
democracy, specifically calling on the
regime to drop court cases and end the
detention of those who disagree with the
authorities."

“We demand the Cambodia imme-
diately and unconditionally release Ms.
Seng, who is the newest political pris-
oner of the Hun Sen regime. We will
continue working tirelessly to defend
the fundamental freedoms of the Cam-
bodian people, and we will continue to
keep you updated as this situation de-
velops,” said Jared and his legal team.

Dr Nicole Ung from Cambodian
Americans for Human Rights And De-
mocracy (CAHRAD said, “This sen-
tence is unacceptable given that she
is an American citizen, exercising her
fundamental freedoms, guaranteed by
international law and treaties. This is
a reminder of the Soviet Union exiling
their dissidents to Siberia in the style of
the “Goulag Archipelago™ and of Cam-
bodia’s Koh Tralach Prison Island under
the French colonial regime. It is an indi-
cation of how much the Hun Sen regime
fears Theary’s outspokenness about the
truth.”

Cambodian human rights advo-
cates around the world are renewing
their calls for the US government and
its allies around the world to place sanc-
tions on the Hun Sen government and
its apparatchiks (including the former
and current ministers of justice, judges
and prosecutors whom the American
Bar Associations have documented
their prosecutorial misconduct, until it
releases unconditionally all dissidents
and political prisoners, makes systemic
changes to its electoral and judicial sys-
tem, holds free and fair elections and
restores Freedom, Democracy and the
rule of law to Cambodia as pledged in
the 1991 Paris Peace Accords and sub-
sequent UN treaties.

“We particularly ask the US and
it’s allies to not recognize the results of
the recent commune elections, nor any
future elections and their resulting gov-
ernments issued from these fraudulent
practices until the above democratic
conditions are met,” Dr. Ung added.

lar option may be a good fit for them.
The AG's guidance also helps customers
avoid potential consumer pitfalls when
entering into a contract for a solar prod-
uct.

"On the longest day of the year,
and with more summer weather ahead,
we want to make sure Massachusetts
residents and businesses who are con-
sidering solar to power their home or
business have the resources that they
need,” AG Healey said. "We hope this
guidance helps customers select the best
solar option for them."

The guidance was created follow-
ing a series of workshops the AG's Of-
fice held with the solar industry to dis-
cuss best practices to protect consumers
and to provide information on their re-
sponsibilities under Massachusetts law.

in Massachusetts — direct ownership,
third-party ownership, and community
shared solar.

With direct ownership, the custom-
er pays — either through cash or a loan
— for the installation of a solar energy

system on their property. The customer
owns, operates, and is responsible for
maintaining the solar energy system.
With this option, the customer typically
retains sole ownership of the energy, en-
vironmental incentives, and tax credits

that the system generates.

With third-party ownership, a
third-party company installs, owns, and
maintains a solar energy system on a
customer's residence or business. Third-
party ownership, such as a solar lease
or power purchase agreement, can be a
good option for customers who are un-
able to pay up front for a solar energy
system. Customers who sign up for a
solar lease make monthly payments to
the third-party for the right to use the
electricity and/or credits that the system
generates.

With a power purchase agreement,
the customer purchases the electricity
that the system generates at an agreed-
upon price that typically increases over
the term of the contract. Although there
are not usually up-front costs with solar
leases or a power purchase agreement,
customer obligations under these con-
tracts can last for a long time — most
last for 20 years or more and can con-
tinue even if a customer moves from the
home where the solar energy system is

These customers include those who rent
or whose property cannot host a solar
energy system. With this option, resi-
dents can subscribe to a share of a large

solar energy system. In return for pay-
ing a fee for the subscription, customers
receive net metering or solar credits to
reduce their electricity bills. This option
allows multiple households to share in
the benefits of a single large solar en-
ergy system.

Do your research and review your
contract

The AG's Office recommends that
customers research their options, un-
derstand the range of solar products
available, and find a reputable company
before selecting a solar product. Once
customers select a solar product, the
AG's Office recommends that the cus-
tomer read and review all the contract
terms and conditions and understand all
potential fees before signing. Custom-
ers should be aware of the following:
any automatic contract price increases
as part of their financial obligations;
the length of the contract; what the
customer's responsibilities are includ-
ing any responsibilities to operate and

CTI (Community Teamwork)
helped me with childcare and housing,
and CMAA was there for me when I
needed to adapt to a new culture and
a new language.” Rep. Howard served

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Kem Sokha Not Arrested on Request, but
Warned of Violation of Court Prohibition

Phnom Penh: Former President of
the Cambodia National Rescue Party,
Kem Sokha, has been warned by a
judge of the Phnom Penh Municipal
Court against violating the court ban
on political activity, but has not been
arrested, according to Plang Sophal,
spokesman for the Phnom Penh Mu-
nicipal Court, who told Fresh News a
little earlier on the afternoon of June
29, 2022.

The decision of warning of the
Phnom Penh Municipal Court Judge
was made on June 29, 2022, during the
trial of Kem Sokha after the request of
the prosecutor to arrest Kem Sokha
and take him into custody again, after
Kem Sokha was seen to have engaged
in some political activity.

A spokesman for the Phnom Penh
Municipal Court stated that “Mr. Kem
Sokha was warned at the time of the
hearing and that he would not be al-

lowed to continue such activities, if he
continued there will be continuation
of the law enforcement.”

Be informed that on June 18,
2022, in a meeting with supporters
in Siem Reap, Mr. Kem Sokha an-
nounced to them that he and Mr. Sam
Rainsy had ended their alliance, with
Mr. Sam Rainsy leaving to join the
Candlelight Party and attacked him
further. The Voice of Kem Sokha,
broadcast by Radio Free Asia (RFA)
on the night of June 21, 2022. Mr.
Kem Sokha's actions in Siem Reap are
in violation of the court's ban.

Mr. Kem Sokha was placed un-
der judicial supervision by the Phnom
Penh Municipal Court with three con-
ditions: 1: Do not leave the territory
of the Kingdom of Cambodia, 2: Do
not act Politics and 3: Must respond to
summons from all authorities.
