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Breast Implants: Reports of Squamous Cell
Carcinoma and Various Lymphomas in Capsule
Around Implants: FDA Safety Communication

Date Issued: September 8, 2022

The U.S. Food and Drug Admin-
istration (FDA) is informing the public
about reports of cancers, including squa-
mous cell carcinoma (SCC) and various
lymphomas, in the scar tissue (capsule)
that forms around breast implants. The
various lymphomas reported are not
the same as the lymphomas described
in previous FDA Communications as
Breast Implant-Associated Anaplastic
Large Cell Lymphoma (BIA-ALCL).
The FDA learned about these reports
through our continual postmarket re-
view of breast implants and our ongoing
collaboration with external stakehold-
ers.

After preliminary review of pub-
lished literature as part of our ongoing
monitoring of the safety of breast im-
plants, the FDA is aware of less than
20 cases of SCC and less than 30 cases
of various lymphomas in the capsule
around the breast implant. As of Sep-
tember 1, 2022, the FDA has received
10 medical device reports (MDRs)
about SCC related to breast implants
and 12 MDRs about various lympho-
mas related to breast implants. The FDA
recognizes the limitations of MDR data,
including that reports do not necessarily
represent unique cases. Reports submit-
ted to the FDA are just one source the
FDA uses to monitor the safety of medi-
cal devices, in addition to mandated
postmarket studies, published literature,
and real-world data from registries and
claims databases. The FDA will con-
tinue to gather and review all available
data from these sources to evaluate the
occurrence of cancers in the capsule
around breast implants.

While the FDA believes that occur-
rences of SCC or various lymphomas in
the capsule around the breast implant
may be rare, health care providers and
people who have or are considering
breast implants should be aware that
cases have been reported to the FDA and
in the literature. Currently, the incidence
rate and risk factors for SCC and vari-
ous lymphomas in the capsule around
the breast implants are unknown. When
breast implant information was provid-
ed, there have been literature reports of
SCC and various lymphomas in the cap-
sule around the breast implants for both
textured and smooth breast implants,
and for both saline and silicone breast
implants. In some cases, people were
diagnosed after years of having breast
implants. Some of the reported signs
and symptoms included swelling, pain,
lumps or skin changes.

This is an emerging issue and our
understanding is evolving. For this rea-
son, the FDA is asking health care pro-
viders and people with breast implants
to report cases of SCC, lymphomas, or
any other cancers around the breast im-
plant to the FDA.

Recommendations for People who
Have or Are Considering Breast Im-
plants

* If you are considering breast
implants or if you have them, learn more
about the risks and benefits of breast im-
plants.

* If you have breast implants,
you do not need to change your routine
medical care or follow-up.

* Be aware that cases of SCC
and various lymphomas in the capsule
around the breast implant have been re-
ported.

* Monitor your breast implants
for as long as you have them. If you
notice any abnormal changes in your
breasts or implants, promptly talk to
your surgeon or health care provider.

* If you do not have symptoms,
the FDA does not recommend the re-
moval of breast implants because of this
safety communication.

* Ifyou have breast implants and
experience a problem, the FDA encour-
ages you to file a report through Med-
Watch, the FDA Safety Information and
Adverse Event Reporting program. Your
report, along with information from oth-
er sources, can provide information that
helps improve patient safety.

Currently, these recommendations
do not change or affect the recommen-
dations previously provided by the FDA
on BIA-ALCL.

Recommendations for Health Care
Providers

* Continue to provide routine
care and support to your patients with
breast implants.

* Be aware that cases of SCC
and various lymphomas in the capsule
around the breast implant have been re-
ported.

*When examining breast implant
specimens (for example, seroma, cap-
sule, devices) for diagnostic evaluation,
characterize all findings and potential
diagnoses.

* Report cases of SCC, lym-
phomas, and any other cancers in the
capsule around the breast implant to
the FDA. Prompt reporting of adverse
events can help the FDA identify and
better understand the risks associated
with medical devices.

The group plans to visit educa-
tional and health nonprofits in Cambodia
with a focus on how access to education,
health, arts and culture within different

communities of Cambodia impacts young
people and communities. The group will
meet with the U.S. Ambassador, the
Minister of Education, and visit second-
ary education schools, including the
Royal University of Fine Arts and the
American University in Phnom Penh.

“We will meet traditional dance
performers, contemporary artists, talk to
nonprofits that provide educational access
to women and rural communities,” Kra-
dinova said. “We will also go to a con-
servational nonprofit, an elephant sanctu-
ary whose employees are Indigenous
people living in the nearby village who
also support the local school.”

Community grant partners include
UMass Lowell, the Center for Hope and
Healing, the Cambodian Mutual Assistance
Association, METTA Health Clinic, and
Refuge Arts. MCC Ceramics Professor
and National Heritage Fellow Yary Livan
will also travel with the group.

Leading up to the trip, MCC will
put together an Interdisciplinary Weekend
dedicated to Cambodian arts and culture
this spring. Events include a visit to a
local temple, ceramics and dance work-
shops, a traditional music concert, and
Cambodian food.

Both Kradinova and Gamache were
participants in MCC’s Fulbright-Hays
grant to Cambodia in 2016. “The Fulbright
enriched our classes and personal lives
tremendously,” Kradinova said. “It was
a life-changing experience. We were
exposed to so many new ways of think-
ing and doing, and we’re still practicing
it in our classes. It was amazing seeing
anew culture and experiencing it for the
whole month. We’re hoping to expand
on this experience this time around.”

Announces Latest Release of Unclaime
Properties that are Owed to Individuals and Businesses

BOSTON - Massachusetts State
Treasurer Deborah B. Goldberg an-
nounced the latest grouping of names
that have been added to the state's list of
unclaimed property owners. Over 51,000
new properties worth millions of dollars
are owed to individuals and businesses
throughout the Commonwealth.

"So many people do not know they
have unclaimed property waiting for
them," said State Treasurer Deborah B.
Goldberg. "It is our goal to help return
these funds to the rightful owners. Claim-
ing property is fast, easy, and free, so visit
FindMassMoney.com or call our office to
see if you have anything waiting for you."

The Unclaimed Property Division
currently holds over $3.4 billion in un-
claimed property. Unclaimed property
includes forgotten savings and checking
accounts, un-cashed checks,
policy proceeds, stocks, dividends, and
the contents of unattended safe deposit
boxes. Most accounts are considered
abandoned and are turned over to the state

insurance

after three years of inactivity. Last year,
Treasury processed over 122,000 claims
and returned over $163 million in prop-
erty to its rightful owners.

This newly released list includes
only individuals and businesses with un-
claimed property over $100. Treasurer
Goldberg urges all citizens to check the
comprehensive list for all amounts at
www.findmassmoney.com or call our live
call center at 888-344-MASS (6277).

The full list of the new individuals
and businesses added to the unclaimed
property list was published in the Boston
Globe on September 11th and in the Bos-
ton Herald on September 18th. In addi-
tion, the list of names will be published in
over 30 regional and local papers.

The Treasury releases an updated list
of unclaimed property assets every six
months as the new accounts are turned
over to the Commonwealth. There is no
time limit for a person to claim this prop-
erty and, in many cases, claimants will re-
ceive interest.

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800 Vietnamese return home
from Cambodia in two days

Over 800 Vietnamese work-
ers have returned to Vietnam from
Cambodia through border gates
in the southern province of Tay
Ninh since Tuesday.

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Tay Ninh border guard forces,
said Thursday that the number of
workers returning to Vietnam
from Cambodia has risen dra-
matically of late.

Many of them worked in
casinos in Cambodia and had no
legal papers with them, he added.

The return of Vietnamese
citizens from Cambodia was due

to a widespread crackdown by
Cambodian authorities on com-
panies exploiting illegal, un-
documented workers, Vuong said.

Border gates between Vietnam
and Cambodia, situated in the
southern provinces of Tay Ninh,
Long An and An Giang, have
been receiving large numbers of
Vietnamese citizens returning,
many of them after being rescued
from casinos and other busi-
nesses. Most of them had been
tricked to go to Cambodia as il-
legal workers.

On Monday the Xa Mat bor-
der gate in Tay Ninh received
171 people rescued by Cambo-
dian authorities from gambling
businesses. A fortnight earlier,
over 80 Vietnamese had returned
through the Moc Bai border gate.

It is estimated that since the
beginning of this year, around
1500 Vietnamese citizens have
managed to return home from
illegal work facilities in Cambo-
dia.
