lots cast. The royalist Funcinpec party
earned 716,490 votes or 8.72%, while
Khmer National United Party 134,285
votes or 1.63%.

The NEC reported an 84.58% voter
turnout among the 9,710,655 registered
voters, up from the 83.02% reported
voter turnout in the 2018 elections, in
which the court-dissolved opposition
CNRP did not participate.

In this year’s elections, the NEC
reported 7,774,276 valid ballots cast
and 440,154 invalid ballots or 5.36% of
the total. The NEC did not distinguish
between intentionally spoiled ballots
due to an opposition campaign linked to
the Candlelight Party’s disqualification
from the elections, and ballots invalidat-
ed for other reasons, such as accidental
error.

Appropriations Committee on July 20,
as Theary Seng was in the midst of a
10-day hunger strike that concluded on
Thursday.

It came just days before Cambo-
dia’s national election on July 23, a one-
sided affair that is expected to clear the
way for a generational change in leader-
ship. Prime Minister Hun Sen has said
his eldest son, Gen. Hun Manet, will
take his place later this month.

The amendment would require
Secretary of State Antony Blinken to
put Cambodian officials on a visa black-
list if there is “credible information”
that they “have been involved in the un-
lawful detention of United States citizen
Theary Seng.”

Jared Genser, an international hu-
man rights lawyer representing Theary
Seng, said the amendment “sends a very
clear signal to Prime Minister Hun Sen
about the views of the U.S. Senate about
his imprisonment of Theary as a politi-
cal prisoner.”

He also predicted it would pass
the full U.S. Senate. Congress is on the
clock to advance its budget to President
Biden by the end of September to avoid
a government shutdown.

The Durbin-Van Hollen amend-
ment would not require the U.S. to re-
lease the names of sanctioned officials,
and it doesn’t make specific recommen-
dations for which officials should be
held responsible.

Theary Seng, a longtime Cambo-
dia-based activist, was jailed in June

She escaped from Cambodia’s kill-
ing fields in the 1970s and grew up in
the U.S., where she studied to be a hu-
man rights lawyer at the University of
Michigan. She moved to Cambodia in
2004, and became an outspoken advo-
cate for Khmer Rouge victims and those
suffering under the current regime.

While many high-profile critics
fled Cambodia in recent years as arrests
became commonplace, Theary Seng re-
fused to leave. At her court hearings, she
wore ornate outfits that captured media
attention within the country and abroad
— and blasted the ruling party while
speaking to reporters outside the court.

The American Bar Association's
Center for Human Rights found that her
case was neither independent nor im-
partial, calling it “one of many ongoing
attempts by the Cambodian government
to suppress dissent.” The United Na-
tions Working Group on Arbitrary De-
tention declared earlier this month that
she was “arbitrarily detained in viola-
tion of international law” and called for
her release.

However, although the Biden ad-
ministration has called for her release,

it has not deemed her wrongfully de-
tained, which would refer her case to
the Special Presidential Envoy on Hos-
tage Affairs and put more government
resources into pushing for her release.

“Instead, the State Department con-
tinues to assert her detention is merely
‘politically motivated’ and “unjust,” but
that this falls short of being unlawful or
wrongful,” said Genser, who runs the le-
gal firm Perseus Strategies. “Given that
according to the Oxford Dictionary, the
word ‘unjust” means ‘not based on or
behaving according to what is morally
right or fair,” this is a distinction without
a difference.”

Aides for Durbin told VOA Khmer
they hoped the language in the amend-
ment would help the push for that de-
termination to be made, but referred
questions about the delay to the State
Department.

State spokesman
Mathew Miller was pressed earlier this
month on why the U.S. has withheld the
determination. He said “the process is
still ongoing,” but rejected the notion
that it was a lower priority than recent

high-profile cases in Russia involving
WNBA star Brittney Griner and Wall
Street Journal reporter Evan Gershkov-
ich.

“With respect to this case...there
is no higher priority we can make it or
higher pressure we can bring to bear
than the Secretary of State himself per-
sonally raising a case with his counter-
parts,” Miller added.

Blinken said he pressed for Theary
Seng’s release during a meeting with
Hun Sen in August.

Durbin’s aides called the amend-
ment a “big win” in broader efforts to
pressure Cambodia over its crackdown
on dissent and perceived threats to the
ruling party, from opposition politicians
to civil society groups and independent
news media outlets.

They said the senator’s office had
met with officials at the Cambodian em-
bassy in Washington to press for Theary
Seng’s release and convey that the im-

Even while my
body was at its weakest, I remained in-
credibly determined and now feel 1,000
times stronger for this righteous cause,”
she said in a statement after it ended.

“The regime cannot knock us down
and we will not be silenced,” Theary
Seng said.

Lt. Gen. Nuth Savna, spokesman
for the General Department of Pris-
ons, told VOA Khmer that her health
appeared to be OK despite the hunger
strike. “It is her right..
something to pressure her psychologi-
cally,” he said.

Chin Malin, spokesman of the Jus-
tice Minister, said it wouldn’t help her
with legal proceedings.

“Hunger strikes are not a legal
means to defend herself through the
court’s legal procedures,” Chin Malin
told VOA Khmer, suggesting she should
find evidence and witnesses instead.

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Licensed Media Publisher Threatens to
Kill Cambodia Daily Khmer Joumalist on Facebook

Updated: Licensed media publisher
and popular social media commentator
Pheng Vannak has repeatedly threatened
to kill Cambodia Daily Khmer journalist
Taing Sarada via Facebook.

“Do not come into Cambodian terri-
tory, if you dare to enter Cambodian terri-
tory, I will cut off your head with an ax,”
Vannak said in an audio message sent via
Facebook to Sarada on June 19. CamboJA
obtained the audio messages.

“If you [Sarada] were in Cambodia,
I would slash your head with an ax and
walk into prison, national traitor, you are
so cheap” Vannak continued. He has also
made misogynistic comments about Sara-
da’s wife.

Vannak issued similar threats on a

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Facebook Live post broadcast June 22
from his public page, which is followed
by more than 328,000 people. His Pheng
Vannak News Facebook page also has
more than 689,000 followers.

Vannak said in his public Facebook
post that he was willing to kill Sarada and
his family to maintain peace in Cambodia.

“Tang Sarada, you must first ask
yourself, why Pheng Vannak threatens to
cut your head with an ax,” Vannak said
on Facebook Live. “This is nothing seri-
ous, you dare to threaten to overthrow the
whole nation, do you think it is right?”

“As a citizen, living in peace there is
nothing to be afraid of beating the heads
of four or 10 people in order to maintain
peace, I am willing to be illegal as long as
my people are safe,” he said.

The link to the video was removed
after CamboJA contacted Vannak but por-
tions of the video have since circulated on
social media. Vannak did not respond to
requests for comment.

On Tuesday, Meta, Facebook’s par-
ent company, told CamboJA: “We have
removed the content for violating our
policies against violence and incitement.”

“This is a desperate threat to my life,”
Sarada said. “I fear for my life and the life
of those close to me due to my work as a
journalist.”

Sarada has worked for Voice of De-
mocracy, Radio Free Asia and currently
hosts a talk radio show for the Cambo-
dia Daily Khmer. He broadcasts a regu-
lar Khmer language discussion program,
“Idea Talk,” featuring civil society, human
rights activists and opposition politicians.

Sarada lives in the US capitol of the
District of Columbia, where he has resid-
ed since 2008.

Sarada said he was concerned that

Vannak could enforce the threat through
inciting or directing sympathetic members
of the Cambodian diaspora community.

The day after Vannak issued a private
death threat, a stranger knocked on the
door of Sarada’s home, scaring his family,
he said. A black car remained outside his
house for several hours, he added.

Ruling CPP spokesperson Sok Eysan
said the CPP is not involved in death
threats against Sarada.

“I think it is not involved with the
party [CPP], it is anger between person
and person, and let them settle the prob-
lem by the law,” said Eysan, who suggest-
ed Sarada file a complaint with relevant
authorities in Cambodia.

In mid-February, forty NGOs urged
the Royal Government to take legal action
Vannak’s media license after he used his
Facebook page to make misogynistic and
abusive comments about a female journal-
ist working for Voice of Democracy.

Sarada urged Cambodian authorities
to take action against Vannak for his pub-
lic and private threats of violence.

Vannak formerly held the rank of
lieutenant colonel with the Ministry of
National Defense but was removed from
his position in 2019 and served several
months in prison for defamatory com-
ments.

Information Ministry spokesperson
Meas Sophorn said that Vannak’s media
license was renewed on May 5. Previous-
ly, the Information Ministry had revoked
his license on March 18, 2021 after he in-
sulted a monk.

“In the case of journalists who have
insulted or threatened, [the Information
Ministry] has to look at the way they have
been broadcasted,” he said.

“If journalists who have published
in the media were officially registered
with the Ministry of Information, it is one
thing,” Sophorn said. “And if journalists
would use means that are not officially
registered with the Ministry of Informa-
tion, it is another thing.

“You have to look at the case wheth-
er the person he commented on, what way
they have used it?”” Sophorn added. “Does
he use the media outlet that he has offi-
cially registered with the ministry?”

Sophorn said that victims have the
right to protect themselves from threats
through Cambodian law.

Cambodian Center for Independent
Media director Ith Sothoeuth said that in
professional journalism there should be
no use of abusive or threatening words.

“Regarding the journalism profes-
sion, I encourage professional settlement
or use of our existing laws,” he said.

Cambodian Center for Human Rights
executive director Chak Sopheap said that
all citizens should be protected by the au-
thorities in case of death threats, even if
they live abroad because the victims are
also Cambodians.

”Even though they do not live in
Cambodia, as a Cambodian citizen, the
authorities should also provide protection
for them,” she said.

San Sok Seyha could not be reached for
comment.

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Heavy Rains and Flooding Lead to
Deaths, Evacuations and Destruction
of Homes and Crops

Four days of heavy rain and flooding
across eight provinces have led to casual-
ties, more than 8,000 homes and 11,000
rice fields damaged and at least 144 fami-
lies evacuated, according to government
officials and a National Committee Disas-
ter for Management (NCDM) report from
Tuesday obtained by CamboJA.

Between July 28 and August 1, Mon-
dulkiri, Koh Kong, Preah Vihear, Kep,
Preah Sihanouk, Siem Reap, Kampot and
Kampong Speu provinces were all affect-
ed by the inclement weather. Seventeen
cities were also flooded.

“All the [eight provinces] are affected
by the rain,” he said. “The damage [from
this flood], we cannot determine how seri-
ous it is, but the most affected provinces

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include Kampong Speu, Kampot and Kep,
which just had the flash flood.”

In Kampot province’s Ormal water-
fall resort in Makprang commune, one
person died and another remains missing
after their tent was flooded on the evening
of July 29, according to NCDM spokes-
person Soth Kimkolmony. He claimed the
victims had been warned by authorities
about camping in the area.

He said the flooding affected three
districts — Kampot city, Toek Chhou and
Kampong Trach districts— in Kampot,
leading to 6,480 families affected when
5,762 houses were flooded and 9,000
hectares of rice fields were damaged, the
NCDM reported.

Just before the heavy rains began,
Kampot authorities said they would re-
lease water from the Kamchay dam, el-
evating water levels in the Kampot river
through Tuesday, Khmer Times reported.

In Kampong Speu, 349 houses were
flooded and more than 800 hectares of
crops damaged in two districts — Phnom
Sruoch and Baset district — and 123
families evacuated from those areas, the
NCDM reported.

A 35-year-old Kampong Speu fisher-
man died in Phnom Sruoch district after
being caught in a flash flood that flooded
seven communes, district governor Horn
Piseth said. He said it had rained for a
week prior to the flood, but now the water
was receding.

“It is a short flood, so some citizens
do not leave their homes, but for those
who want to, there are police waiting to
assist them,” Piseth said. He added that
now the district authorities are repairing
damaged roads for temporary use.

He continued, saying that it was a
flash flood that flooded seven communes
in Phnom Sruoch but did not seriously af-
fect people, houses, rice, or roads.

Kampong Speu provincial police
chief Sam Samoun told CamboJA on
Tuesday that the flood has now receded
and people were evacuated to higher
ground.

He declined to comment in detail,
instead referring to asking the Kampong
Speu provincial governor. Kampong Speu
provincial governor Vei Samnang could
not be reached for comment.

The Ministry of Public and Trans-
port announced on its Facebook Page that
some parts of national road 43 in Kam-
pong Speu and a provincial road in Phnom
Sruoch commune had also been temporar-
ily closed due to flooding damage.

Kampot has also experienced flash
flooding. Soeng Son, a resident of Kam-
pong Trach district, told CamboJA this
was the first year he could remember flash
flooding in his Kampong Trach West com-
mune, which had destroyed some roads
which were now being repaired.

“It was raining heavily. We are get-
ting affected. Rice was destroyed by wa-
ter,” Son said, adding some of the things
in his home were destroyed.

Kampot’s provincial director of ad-
ministration Khut Ousapha said Kampot
city, Toek Chhou district, and Kampong
Trach district were all flooded by the flash
flood, affecting around 30 families, along
with the casualty and missing person.

“It is okay; we are better prepared,”
Ousapha said. “It was affected for a short
period, but there was no damage.”

But the flash flooding cannot flow
through canals or sewers due to conges-
tion due to garbage, he added.

In Ratanakiri province, Lay Denh,
administration director of Taveng dis-
trict, said local authorities are now finding
shelters for the district’s 12,000 residents
when the expected flood comes. The Sesan
river has risen to five meters, while emer-
gency water level would be eight meters,
he noted. He estimated 50 families would
be severely affected by flooding.

He added authorities are concerned
flooding will occur if it keeps raining
continuously, especially combined with
the Yali Falls hydropower dam’s opening
last week, about 80 kilometers upstream
in Vietnam.

“The district governor, as well as the
director of the district disaster committee,
was concerned,” Denh said. “He always
exhorts and informs the people or the unit
to be ready to save the people when it
rains, because now it is raining continu-
ously.”

“Cambodia, Laos, Vietnam Parliamentary
Summit (CLV). The statement expressed
grave concerns that Hanoi has undertaken
to forge the three nations into a Vietnam-
ese Indochina. The letter reads below:

On October 18, 2022, the Chairmen

of the Foreign Affairs Committees of the
National Assemblies of Vietnam, Laos,
and Cambodia met “in consultation”
in Vietnam, in Lao Cai, on the Chinese
border, “to prepare” the Conference of
Presidents of the National Assemblies of
the three countries scheduled for 2023 in
Phnom Penh.

On November 20, 2022, in Phnom
Penh, according to the Vietnamese press,
“within the framework of the 43rd Gen-
eral Assembly of the ASEAN Inter-Par-
liamentary Assembly (AIPA- 43)”, was
signed “for the first time” by the respec-
tive presidents of the National Assemblies
of Cambodia, Laos, and Vietnam, “a joint
declaration” on the establishment of a
parliamentary summit of the three CLV
countries. The first working meeting of
this Summit will take place in Laos at the
end of 2023.

The term “CLV Parliamentary Sum-
mit” has no other meaning than that of a
“High or Supreme Parliament of Cambo-
dia, Laos, and Vietnam,” obviously over-
looking the national parliaments of these
countries.

The idea of this creation was revealed

Tra Vinh, Vietnam — Vietnamese au-
thorities have unlawfully detained three

The arrest came after the group com-
memorated the 74 years since the illegal
annexation of the Cambodian territory
to Vietnam, by holding a Kampuchea
Krom flag and wearing a T-shirt with

tions and/or citizens.” The activists
Thach Cuong, To Hoang Choung, and
Danh Minh Quang are the representa-
tives of the Khmer Krom people who
have held meetings with UN representa-
tive and were often seen distributing the
UN Declaration of the Rights of the In-
digenous People Handbook to the
Khmer people in his village.

For months prior to the arrest, Viet-
namese authorities were constantly ha-
rassing Thach and his fellow men, call-
ing them in for questioning, unlawfully
detaining, beating, and confiscating the
UNDRIP handbooks. According to a
statement released by Khmer Krom
Federation, a human rights advocate or-
ganization which stated the “inhumane
treatment inflicted upon Khmer Krom
activist To Hong Chung by the police of
Soc Trang province. This reprehensible
incident took place on June 23, 2023,
when Mr. Chung and his fellow activists
from Tra Vinh province visited Mr. Lam
Vong, who had endured arrest, deten-
tion, and torture by the Soc Trang police
before his release on June 20, following
33 hours of unjust captivity.” Chung
was forced to sign a confession after
five and a half hours of interrogation
and torture before being released.

In a live video on June 24, Thach Cu-
ong, the youth group leader who has a
large social media following of 14,000+,
asked for support from Khmer Krom
living abroad, to be aware of beatings
the three activists said, “they can beat us
in a dark room this time, next time they
will kill us.” He requested urgent sup-
port from the Khmer Kampuchea Krom
Federation (KKF), warning of the criti-
cal situation before he and other activ-
ists were arrested.

that Vietnam continues to hide from the
international community and have tried
for decades to erase the history of the
Cambodian Mekong Delta.

In a statement the KKF “strongly con-
demns Vietnam’s use of Article 331 to
criminalize Khmer Krom activists for
exercising their right to freedom of ex-
pression as indigenous peoples of the
Mekong Delta. These activists are mere-
ly standing up for their fundamental
rights, and their arrest blatantly violates
their rights to advocate for their commu-
nity’s interest.

We urgently call upon the Vietnamese
government to immediately release
Thach Cuong, To Hoang Chuong, and
Danh Minh Quang without any condi-
tion. Vietnam must respect its obliga-
tions as a member of the Human Rights
Council to uphold and protect the funda-
mental rights of its citizens, including
those of the Khmer Krom community.”

According to a report by Human
Rights Watch, Vietnam held more 150
political prisoners for exercising their
basic rights. “Rights bloggers and activ-
ists face police harassment, intimida-
tion, surveillance, and interrogation on a
daily basis. Activists face long stints of
pre-trial detention, without access to
lawyers or family in a one-party police
state that tolerates no dissent,” wrote the
report.

The Khmer Krom community will
gather in a rally on August 21, 2023 in
front of the Vietnam Embassy in Wash-
ington D.C.

estimates they will receive the remaining five seats.

Eysan said that Funcinpec will be involved in governance but may not receive
high level government positions or receive roles on any of the National Assembly’s
committees.

Currently, there are 10 committees in the National Assembly, ranging from
education, human rights and economic policy.

“I believe that Funcinpec does not have the ability to interfere; they would
compromise the work,” Eysan said. “If they can compromise, the party that re-
ceived fewer votes can be involved in government, such as the Secretary of State
and Undersecretary of State, to get a salary.”

Funcinpec’s Raden said that Funcinpec will use the votes that it received to
bring the issues like corruption and injustice to the parliament’s attention — though
he did not elaborate in more detail.

“Regarding other positions in the parliament and government, our party has
not discussed yet,” he said. “Even if Funcinpec does not get any position, it does
not matter; we still can work for people.”

Funcinpec’s president Prince Norodom Chakravuth has told CamboJA that he
does not want the party to be seen in opposition to the ruling CPP and said he hopes
to work with future prime minister Hun Manet “to make the country more demo-
cratic.”

NEC spokesperson Dim Sovannrom said that NEC will announce the official
election result on August 5.

“We have now announced a temporary result, and we will allow relevant par-
ties to complain, and if there is no complaint, the official result will be released on
August 5,” he said.

Funcinpec’s spokesperson, Raden, said the party did not plan to file a com-
plaint. Khmer National United Party’s spokesperson, Tib Teav, could not be reached
for comment.

Twelve minor parties which responded to requests for comment from Cambo-
JA last week said they had not filed any complaints with the NEC about the election
process, even though several said they observed irregularities.

No party besides the ruling CPP observed a majority of polling stations — at
least parties did not observe any polling stations, database Kamnotra found — with
some parties saying this was because they lacked sufficient resources.

the community, but would potentially
fall outside of traditional grant oppor-
tunities, and/or any other ARPA-funded
grants. Additionally, the objective of
the project must meet the ARPA pro-
gram objectives (as outlined by the U.S.
Treasury) and be aligned with Lowell’s
ARPA initiatives.

ARPA Finance Manager Brendan
Flynn noted, “There are so many orga-
nizations in Lowell that do such great
work within the community, and the
ARPA team is just thrilled to be part of
the process of getting these funds out to
them.”

The City of Lowell allocated a to-
tal of $500,000 of ARPA funding for the
Ad-Hoc Grant program, with a maxi-
mum award amount of $30,000 per ap-
plication. In total, the City received 27
applications requesting $795,000 in
funds.

A complex review process was
established to measure applications
against local and federal requirements,
eligibility, and grant program goals.
Factors such as community need, tangi-
ble impacts, measurable outcomes, and
proper documentation were part of the
review process to ensure grant recipi-
ents met eligibility requirements.

ten years ago by communist Vietnam: on
April 23,

2013, the Vietnamese part of the
CLV Development Triangle convened
a meeting in Mondulkiri of the Foreign
Relations Commissions of the National
Assemblies to define the “Role of the Na-
tional Assemblies in assisting the Devel-
opment Triangle” and “Establishment of a
new Cambodia-Laos-Vietnam interparlia-
mentary institution.”

This Triangle is the first scheme of
Vietnamese Indochina that will replace the
former French Indochina. Vietnamese In-
dochina was one of the main objectives of
the Communist Party of Indochina (CPI),
which Ho Chi Minh founded in 1930
to wage war on France for the Indepen-
dence of Vietnam. But at the same time,
the CPI created the Vietminh, the spear-
head of the new Vietnamese imperialism,
which deployed its combat troops in Laos
and Cambodia by forming the Lao Issara
and the Khmer Issarak in 1946, as well as
the Lao Communist Party(represented by
Prince Sophanuvong) and the Cambodian
Communist Party (represented by Son
Ngoc Minh) in 1951, in fact, led by all
Vietminh. The various structures and di-
rections of the current CLV Triangle were
also entirely modeled on the Vietminh.

DECLARED PURPOSES

In November 2022, in Phnom Penh,
the Vietnamese evoked “the framework
of the 43rd AIPA conference, which was
then to be held in Phnom Penh as well”
that, evidently, to show the similarity to
the international practices of their creation
of the CLV Summit. However, the AIPA,
officially, is only a consultative Assembly;
its decisions have no binding effect on any
member state, which retains its total inde-
pendence recognized by the statutes of
ASEAN.

Would this also be the case with the
CLV Summit? No!

According to Cambodia’s public
statement, this CLV Summit aims to:

1. “Further deepen relations of
friendship, solidarity, and cooperation in
all fields among CLV countries.”

2. Promote the exchange and dis-
semination of information, experience,
and the proper execution of the obliga-
tions and work of the CLV National As-
semblies.

3. “Mobilize financial resources to
implement programs and projects within
the CLV Development Triangle (DTA)
framework.”

Besides, the Vietnamese party has

specified that the purpose of the CLV
Parliamentary Summit is to “strengthen
and consolidate friendship, solidarity and
comprehensive cooperation, with empha-
sis on socio-economic development, de-
fense and security matters cooperation,
people-to-people exchanges for the sus-
tainable development of the three coun-
tries and the region.”

We have already seen and known
these terms and objectives in the Colo-
nialist Treaties of Vietnam (still in force!)
with Laos in 1977 and Cambodia in 1979;
thus, we have learned the Vietnamese
mode of execution of these Treaties and
their disastrous consequences for the oth-
er two countries.

The reminder of the programs and
projects of “cooperation” in the zone of
the CLV Development Triangle, a vast
military-economic zone created in 1999
under the name of “Indochinese Triangle”
because it formed on the borders of the
three countries, gives a perfect scheme of
the heavy domination of the forces of the
Vietnamese “cooperant” to the detriment
of the other two. At the 10th Tri-Country
PM Summit in Hanoi in 2018 on the Tri-
angle, Vietnam already proposed expand-
ing it to all territories of the three coun-
tries. The proposal is adopted today by the
other two.

STRUCTURE AND OPERATION

We do not know the structure or op-
erating mechanism adopted for this Par-
liamentary Summit, except that it will be
chaired every two years by the Presidents
of the three National Assemblies in alpha-
betical order of their country.

Undoubtedly, they will model the
functioning of the Summit on that of the
so-called CLV Development Triangle un-
der the total and permanent leadership of
the men of Hanoi.

The mechanism of the Parliamen-
tary Summit, they said, “aims to promote
and supervise the implementation of the
agreements, action plan, and cooperation
projects to which the governments of the
three countries have subscribed.”

Finally, for the Vietnamese people,
this Parliamentary Summit is a “historic
milestone” for cooperation between the
National Assemblies. They have also
planned to reorganize the “common se-
curity and defense” of this Triangle in the
near future.

It is indeed a “historic milestone” be-
cause it is the first historic building for the
constitution of the future Vietnamese In-
dochina, which, most likely, will first take

the shape of the Soviet Union in Southeast
Asia instead of the former French Indo-
china. It is also clear that Vietnam is also
not abandonning its ambition to complete-
ly absorb Cambodia and Laos in the fu-
ture, as it absorbed the Champa Kingdom
in the past.

Today the creation of their CLV Par-
liamentary Summit, obviously, was done
in open violation of the International
law, of the 1991 Paris Peace Accords on
Cambodia and of the Constitution of the

Kingdom, its Independence, Sovereignty,
National Unity, and Neutrality.

Cambodia will surely suffer further
massive and successive, possibly peace-
ful, invasions by Vietnamese forces (their
nationals and troops) in the near future in
order to eradicate the identity and integ-
rity of the country and the Khmer Nation,
if the Khmers don’t know how to unite to
free themselves from the heavy and con-
straining influence of Hanoi now.
