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New Cambodian Prime Minister but Old Politic

1. Cambodia has a new Prime
Minister, but Cambodian protesters in
France do not welcome *

Cambodian protesters in Europe
gathered at the La Bastille in cen-
tral Paris last July to demand that the
Cambodian government abide by the
1991 Paris Peace Accords when it was
learned that the seventh term of the
Cambodian parliamentary election has
become completely under the influence
of Prime Minister Hun Sen. Similarly,
the protesters in Cambodia had demand-
ed the replacement of the Cambodian
prime minister with a new one, as in
other democratic countries, but the for-
mer CPP prime minister, who has been
in power for 38 years, has sought to ex-
ert influence to let children to replace
their fathers on 22 August 2023. Nieces
and nephews of other senior CPP offi-
cials came to replace their fathers. The
new cabinet consists of more than 500
officials - prime ministers, secretaries
of state, undersecretaries of state, a vast
majority in exchange for jealousy with-
in the CPP and will reward those who
defect from the opposition.

At the same time, the National As-
sembly held it session where two par-
ties attended, 123 members from CPP

and S5-member from Royalist Party
FUNCINPEC to elect a new National
Assembly President. The highest honor
went to H.E Khuon Sodary, the first
woman to be speaker of the National
Assembly in the seventh term of Cam-
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from registering to vote. The "National
Unity Party" split from the Royalist
Party, there was no propaganda that af-
fected the ruling party, and there was
no support from the former opposition
CNRP. Furthermore, the intimidation of

bodia. The two parties are all feudal par-
ties, with both parties using the succes-
sion of dynastic power in the state.

On the other hand, the opposition
party was unable to face the ruling par-
ty, as the Candlelight Party was banned

the opposition, no credible country ob-
server was involved, so many skeptical
elections, free world countries could not
be considered it as a “democratic elec-
tion.”

At the end of August 2023, Kem

Sokha, the former president of the Cam-
bodia National Rescue Party, was sen-
tenced by Hun Sen’s court to 27 years
in prison for treason, without being al-
lowed to see anyone other than his own
family.

Change of power raises the ques-
tion of whether Cambodia will be able
to escape the yoke of communist for-
eigners?

This question arises from the time
under former Prime Minister Hun Sen,
Cambodia has gone from neutral politics
to a one-party, one-party dictatorship in
line with China, and has been richly re-
warded by China. Therefore, it can be
easily concluded that Hun Sen's influ-
ence will push the control of the next
generation to fall into the hands of the
same communist regime as before. Hun
Manet, the new Cambodian Prime Min-
ister, has also expressed his gratitude to
his father for taking over the post.

In addition to a passing on a posi-
tion from father to son, Hun Manet be-
came a statesman with no previous ex-
perience as a politician in the country or
foreign affairs, and as military general.
Hun Sen may think that "despite no ex-
perience but can manage the country as
long as he obtains highest degree, that
is enough”. And if there is harm to his
son’s life, Hun Sen will return to office.
Now Hun Sen must get the position of
acting head of state and does not care
whether the king agrees or not. It is a

Do you know King Charles
III of the United Kingdom?

From Europe x June 2023

In Britain, the world's most famous
and powerful country has just coronat-
ed a new king, Charles III, earlier this
month, succeeding his mother, Queen
Elizabeth II, who ruled the country for
70 years. "Commonwealth." It is a huge
event in the world because many other
countries are involved, according to the
constitution, the new king came to pow-

king on the streets of London.

Arriving at the Royal Palace, he
and the entire royal family reappeared
to his people again at the reception of
the Buckingham Temple, in the tradition
of the new dynasty of the United King-
dom.

According to the British Con-
stitution, if at the time of the death of
King Charles III, there would be Prince
William, the eldest son, the heir to the

er since the day it was announced that
the previous Queen died immediately
on November 8, 2022, but the official
coronation ceremony will take place on
April 6,2023.

Charles III of the United Kingdom
ascended the throne at the age of 73 in
a strict royal ceremony. On the morning
of May 5, he set out in a horse-drawn
carriage from Buckingham Palace to
Westminster Temple in London. There
he laid his hands on the Bible and swore
an oath before the Anglican, then handed
over the scepter and crown to the priest
and crowned the queen. The ceremony
at the temple lasted for two hours, after
which he rode in a chariot with his wife
back to the royal palace, as he followed
the town where there were tens of thou-
sands of people waiting to greet the new

throne, not to Queen Camella as queen.

Who is King Charles I11?

Born November 14, 1948, at Buck-
ingham Palace in London. When he was
four years old, his mother, Elizabeth I,
succeeded her father, who died, so the
heir to his eldest son, Charles, ruled.
"The heir to the Echelon country."

His father was Prince Philip, who
was Dutch Edinburgh. Prince Charles, a
naval officer, married his first wife, Prin-
cess Diana, and had two sons, Prince
William, and Prince Harry, but later his
wife, Camella, did not have a son.

If Prince William failed to the
throne by any means, it was not Harry
who succeeded him, but his eldest son
William who would succeed him, this is
the meaning of the British Constitution.

Which countries does King Charles
III reign over?

Is not the only "United Kingdom"!
the "Kingdom of Commonwealth" that
there are four separate countries.

It should be noted that King
Charles III succeeded Elizabeth II, who
at the end of her life reigned as Queen
of Great Britain (Britain, Wales, North-
ern Ireland, and Scotland), as Common-
wealth. Other major countries, such as
Australia, Canada, New Zealand and 14
other African countries, these countries
recognized King Charles III as their
head of state, such as the Bahamas, An-
tica and Barbuda or Belize. It should be
noted that during the 70-year reign of

Foreigners, near or
far, have never loved our Cambodians
beyond the interests of their country!

They are waiting for Cambodia to be
like previous history again. Since the
15th century, foreigners invaded Cam-
bodia for many times until the arrival of

France. Only some land remains. France
trained the king of Cambodia how to
select officials who have the ability,
knowledgeable to work in the palace,
then some officials know how to come
to work for the nation.

Last month, Cambodian protesters
in Paris, France, expressed their displea-

sure with Cambodian politics, for not
holding a fair national election and elect
a current feudal leader. The Paris Peace
Agreement in 1991 is still the basis for
leading Cambodian politics peacefully.

Coup in Gabon, Central Africa

On August 30, a coup took place
in Bongo by a bodyguard general of the
President of the Republic of the Congo,
who took the President himself under
house arrest and "annulled the newly
announced election results.” Fifteen
minutes ago, President Bongo defeated
his opponent by more than 60%. The
coup was immediately seen as gain-
ing popularity among the townspeople
in Gabon, as well as many Gabonese
refugees. There is no sign of Chinese or
Russian intervention in Central Africa.
France, a close development partner of
President Bongo, also appears to have
no accusations that France is colluding
with the president.

The coup was seen as popular
among the poor because President Ali
Bhumibol Adulyadej succeeded his fa-
ther, Omar Bongo, 14 years ago, who

ruled for 41 years. It is alleged that the
ambassador provided the information to
Hussein, but he did not do so until the
president was re-elected.

Gabon is one of the major devel-
oping countries in Africa, rich in mines
that big countries need to have decent
economic relations with foreign coun-
tries, raising the living standards of the
people, which observers see as a place
where superpowers compete and take
advantage of each other. Since the colo-
nization of Africa in 1955, France has
not left the region but has remained an
alliance of development partners.

On Monday, General Brice Ngue-
ma will be sworn in as caretaker presi-
dent, and the party that lost last week
will claim victory for the new rulers to
find justice for themselves.

Coup in Nigeria, North Africa, Sahel Region

In earlier July, in Nigeria, General Mo-
hammed Bazum's bodyguards named Abdoura-
hamane Tchiani staged a coup, imprisoned his
president, and declared his own power in Nigeria
on July 30, 2023. The coup stemmed from cor-
ruption, incompetence, and insecurity, but there
were signs of encouragement from Russia and
the Russian mercenaries "Wagner", who wanted
the soldiers back to power for prosperity and the
support of some neighboring countries like Mali,
Burkina Faso, and Guinea, who want the same

by the coup." The French embassy was besieged
by protesters demanding the expulsion of France,
but the 1,500-strong troops defending French em-
bassy has not yet responded to the threats.
France, which has strengthened its em-
bassy, despite declaring no support for the coup,
said it was unbearable how long the United States
and some European countries would be less inter-
ested in the coup. Keep France under control, but
French President Francois Hollande still does not

support the coup.

fate in the Sahel. But in neighboring areas such as
the African Economic Community (AEC), there
are also democratic countries do not support the
coup, although in the city of General Tchiani,
many people are protesting for the removal of the
old president anyway.

France, the Nigeria's development partner,
also did not support the coup, saying "the old
president came to power with a legitimate elec-
tion and bravely refused to resign as threatened

There are other countries in the Saale region
that have been overthrown by successive military
coups in the last three years, such as the Domi-
noes effect, including Mali, Guinea and Burkina
Faso, which observers see as backed by the same
Russian mercenaries and they ousted France, a
former development partner. France is facing
alone, no free country has helped, has already
evacuated civilians, but has not yet withdrawn
troops from those countries.

War 1in Ukraine

We missed talking about the war
in Ukraine for two months. We talk
about it now because there are major
new developments that should be re-
ported: First, the famous Russian mer-
cenary Brigadier General Prigozhin’s
plane was shot down by President Pu-
tin as punishment for daring to raise
troops to threaten the Kremlin in three
months ago. Russian lost its troops in
large number and suffered heavy casu-
alties in almost every battle, causing
the Ukrainian army to invade Russian-
held positions, despite slow progress
in many places. Second, the United
States and its NATO allies expressed
some joy after seeing President Zel-
ensky's forces capture the Orskov in
the south and break through Russia's
stronghold into Robotnik occupying
the area. At that time, the Ukrainian
flag was hoisted at two other places in
the Russian-occupied areas. Ukraine
continues to express dissatisfaction
with its allies for not providing F16
fighter jets to its troops, that is why the
counterattack has been slow.

Analysts have seen Russian forc-
es, despite their strongholds defending
their liberated areas, appear to have
fallen heavily in the face of Ukrainian
forces: more casualties, more surren-
dered, and more Russian rebel forces
fought in many places in Russia. With

increase of drones, Ukrainian dropped
small bombs on cities in Russian ter-
ritory, making the Russian people no
longer see the war with Ukraine as
small as before. The Ukrainian war-
ships have started patrolling the Black
Sea, where used to be controlled by
Russian and Ukraine ships grain on
two cargo ships without any threat
from the Russian patrol vessel. The
bridge connecting the Crimean Penin-
sula to Russian territory was regularly
threatened by Ukrainian terrorism,
and the Zelensky’s army launched its
first invasion of Crimea with the en-
couragement of the United States and
Europe. With the help of the United
States, the lack of fighter jets and the
right to use the weapons of war from
donor countries to attack Russian terri-
tory, Ukraine forces lost much to Rus-
sia, but Ukraine still pushed hundreds
of kilometers into Russia, it has used
its own drones to drop bombs, causing
extensive damage around Moscow.

The loss of the Prigozhin merce-
naries was replaced by another merce-
nary, the well-known Chechens, who
vowed to remain loyal to President
Putin. Tens of thousands of proxies
are still present in many parts of Afri-
ca, leaving many observers convinced
that the general is still alive.

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After Border Post Tbong Khmum Residents
Appeal to New Government to Resolve Loss
Farmlands and Villages to Vietnam Post

Residents of Tbong Khmum province
are calling on the new government to
resolve the issue of farmlands and some
villages lost to Vietnam after the border
post was demarcated recently.

The villagers used to protest and get
angry with the officers of expertise who
set up border posts in the middle of their
parents' farmlands.

Hundreds of families in Chanmoul,
Rong and Choam commune, in Memot
district, Tbong Khmum province, are still

heartbroken as they recall border-related
issues where villagers suffer many injus-
tices in losing their farmlands, birth
places and intimidation in court when
they protested the demarcation of the
border with Vietnam in the past.

These residents have always been
quiet and patient, not daring to speak out
and protest over this issue for fear of
being imprisoned and persecuted by the
authorities.

Residents of Chan Moul commune,
Memot district, Tbong Khmum province,
told RFA on condition of anonymity that
authorities were delaying the settlement
of land disputes along the border by vil-

lagers complaining about losing their
parent farmlands after the border post
was demarcated.

She said the areas that lost farmlands
to Vietnam along the border were in
Rong, Choam, Chan Moul, Treak and
Choam Kravien communes.

Residents hide their names: “we
sorry for the loss of lands but do not
know what to do? Every word we heard
we would be imprisoned if we dared to
speak up. I would like to request him
(Mr. Hun Manet) to look after our coun-
try border for the sake of our children.”

Villagers claim that people living in
the border area lack warmth, not only
they lost their ancestral farmlands, but
have become victims in court, and so far
at least six people have been sued in court
for protesting for their lost farmlands to
Vietnam.

Most of the people abandoned the
land that Vietnam encroached on because
they did not want to have problem and
did not want to spend time suing.

Chan Moul villagers' farmland along
the border with a total of 300 hectares,
which Vietnam has controlled since 1998,
the government has agreed to set up a
border post with the Vietnamese side,
and the Vietnamese side has handed over
part of the land area of 70 hectares to the
Khmer authorities.

Residents claim that Chan Sala vil-
lage is located at Veal Tbong, an ancient
village where Cambodians have lived for
generations and now has become a
Vietnamese-controlled deserted land.

In Tanong village in Chan Moul
commune, between border posts 97 to
99, many hectares of farmland were
controlled by Vietnam, with some border
posts in the center of the villagers' farm-
land.

In addition, Ampul and Phok vil-
lages, the oldest villages in Chan Moul
commune in present-day, were also oc-
cupied by Vietnam after the government
set up a border post with Vietnam from
2010 to 2022. The Ministry of Interior
has removed the names of these villages

from the commune / Sangkat administra-
tion management list.

In the past, villagers often gathered
to gossip about the officials from the
Joint Border Affairs Committee, who
went to explain them to accept the de-
marcation, which they allegedly caused
the loss of hundreds of Cambodian
farmlands.

A resident named Chhay Vit pub-
licly reprimanded former Senior Minister
of the Joint Border Affairs Committee,
Mr. Var Kimhong, that Ampul and Phok
villages were not lost during the Khmer
ancestral period but disappeared during
this period.

Chhay Vith says: “The border com-
mittee came, they stood and watched,

they said, um, now they say, Cambodia,
the border, there are both national and
international law, how long has the map
been made? They tell? It is said that we
have been clearing since our ancestors
watched the land, we do not know what
theirs and ours is, now we have a map.

This land
we have been making since our ancestors,
we do not know how many maps. Ampul
and Thlok villages are all Khmer vil-
lages, not lost since our ancestors, lost
in my time. He said that Khmer villages
encroach Vietnamese territory, if [ have
a gun, I want to shoot the TV, he said
that Khmer people encroach Vietnamese
territory for you to study again.”

RFA could not be reached for com-
ment by Minister in charge of Border
Affairs Lam Chea on August 30.

In July, the Joint Committee on
Border Affairs of the Council of Ministers

Hun Sen was correct, thorough, and clear
to maintain Land area of Cambodia
181,035 as clearly defined in the Consti-
tution.

Many families living in Memot
district, Tbong Khmum province, still
enjoy and cultivate on the land of their
parents who lost to Vietnam after the
border post was demarcated.

They claim that Cambodian and
Vietnamese authorities have been step-

ping up border posts in the area in secret
as Cambodia is spreading Covid-19 and
a political crisis.

For more than three years now,
since 2020, when Cambodians have
been concerned about the spread of
Covid-19, the Cambodian-Vietnamese
government has been speeding up the
demarcation of secret border posts in
Tbong Khmum province.

Residents claim that the areas
where the Cambodian and Vietnam-
ese authorities set up the border post
is in Tonlong commune, Choam Kra-
vien commune, Choam commune, Chan
Moul commune and Dar commune,
Memot district, between border post 95
to post 98.

Most people are not aware of this,
and when they see a border post thrown
in the middle of their ancestral farmland,
some are shocked, some are crying, and
some are silent, worried, afraid to pro-
test, afraid of the authorities to mistreat
and sue them to courts.

Villagers say that between border
post 95 in Cheung village, Choam com-
mune, Memot district, after the border
post was demarcated, Vietnamese au-
thorities hastened the construction of a
border belt/ring road everywhere, caus-
ing hundreds of hectares of Cambodian
farmland to be lost to Vietnam.

Resident of Memot district, speak-

ing on condition of anonymity, told RFA
that many families in the village are
now brave enough to harvest coconuts,
mangoes, and durians on Vietnamese-
occupied land.

He stated that the people do not like
the incorrect and hidden border posts.

Citizens ask to remain anonymous
say: After building a “belt/ring road,
some mango plantations on the south
side of the road belong to the Viet-
namese. But our Cambodian people in
Cheung Duren village, are still grow-
ing and their ancestors are in Chrong. I
believe that in the future there will be
more problems with the land.”

Residents claim that Ampul and
Kro oub villages (nicknamed Phok vil-
lages) in Chan Moul commune, home to
thousands of Cambodian families since
ancient times, have been completely
taken over by Vietnam.

These villages have hundreds of
ancient Khmer houses and old homes of
Khmer ancestors, and Vietnamese au-
thorities blocked them from learning the
Khmer script after the Cambodian gov-
ernment signed a 1985 treaty demarcat-
ing the state border.

Cambodians living in these villages
are still sending their children to learn
the Khmer language in Cambodian ter-
ritory near the border in Tbong Khmum
province.

These villages, although occu-
pied by the Vietnamese, were able to
cross the border into Cambodian terri-
tory normally, but after the border posts
were demarcated and the border belt/
ring road was built, the Vietnamese au-
thorities did not allow them to enter and
leave Cambodia freely.

The villagers added that after the
Cambodian and Vietnamese authori-
ties set up border posts in Memot and
Ponhea Krek districts in Tbong Khmum
province, they often protested and com-
plained to the authorities to help resolve
their farmland, but nothing settle.

The territory of Ampul village
stretches to Sre Tanong pagoda, and the
Cambodian and Vietnamese authorities
have agreed to set up border posts and
build a border belt road next to the pa-
goda fence.

In addition, after the border posts
were demarcated, the Vietnamese au-
thorities tightened their grip and built
border crossings in all directions, even

some Khmer border posts were occu-
pied by Vietnam.

Citizens asked to remain anony-
mous say: “It is very difficult to set up
a border post, they just point it out and
show it. Most people do not know, they
conspire, they go and talk to each other.
"People do not know until the next day
to see the pillars, some are crying, and
some do not dare to speak.”
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Another resident of Chanmoul
village, Chin Chhorn, said his family
owned a total of seven hectares of farm-
land, but when authorities demarcated
a border post and a belt road, only one
hectare remained, leaving another six
hectares under Vietnamese control.

“I am in so much pain and I am
still sad. How can it be obvious that if
the future of the next generation can be
resolved from generation to generation
according to international law, I am also
happy,” Chin Chhorn said.

In Trapeang Phlong village, Ponhea
Krek district, 106 families have been in
land disputes for many years, after the
Cambodian and Vietnamese govern-

ments demarcated border posts 114 to
119, causing them to lose more than 60
hectares of ancestral farmland.

Villagers claim that Vietnamese
soldiers often carry guns, batons, and
handcuffs across the border to evict and
move their huts, claiming it is border
area land.

The youth who regularly inspect
the border area, Mr. Soeun Makara,
asked the new government to speed up
the resolution for this issue to the people
fairly and allow the youth to participate
in monitoring this issue widely.

Mr. Soeun Makara: “The new gov-
ernment needs to have a mechanism to
eliminate doubts and show confidence
to their citizens. "There must be a clear
mechanism to motivate the people
themselves to stand up for their territo-
rial integrity.”

RFA could not immediately reach
for comment from the minister in charge
of Border Affairs Lam Chea on October
1.

The new head of the government
spokesman, Pen Bona, could not be
reached for comment the same day.

But in the issues Prime Minister
Hun Sen has warned to arrest anyone
who criticizes the border issue.

Mr. Hun Sen: “Now, arrest them
all, no one mess up with the border is-
ue. “don’t say that Hun Sen govern-
ment is dictatorial, it is not advocacy.

Recently, the Minister in charge of
the Secretariat of State for Border Af-
fairs, Lam Chea, issued a press release
claiming that the demarcation of the
border between Cambodia and the So-
cialist Republic of Vietnam was in ac-
cordance with the principles of law and
international law as stated in the 2005
Adding Treaty is done correctly, clearly
and provides great benefits to the peo-
ple.

ernment should show what his father
did wrong, not to be labeled a traitor
(like the people say) from father to son."

The 1969 Treaty of Vienna, Austria
states that the demarcation of the border
must be in accordance with the colonies
of which Cambodia was once a French
colony.

Mr. Oum Sam An claimed that the
legacy of the French period was the

1873 Cambodia-Cochinchina Conven-
tion, which had 124 border posts, which
the new government had to find these
posts/ demarcation as a border basis.

The 1991 Paris Peace Accords stat-
ed that the Vietnamese government had
signed a pledge to stop invading Cam-
bodian territory.

In 2020, the Joint Committee
on Border Affairs of the Office of the
Council of Ministers of Cambodia and
Vietnam signed a new 1 / 25,000 scale
map from Vietnam and published by a
private company in Denmark.

The government considers the use
of the new map to be a recognition of
the results of the Cambodia-Vietnam
border post, which was posted by 84
percent.

Opposition parties and civil soci-
ety officials allege that the signing of
the map acknowledges Vietnam's ag-
gression as Cambodia is embroiled in
a political conflict led by a one-party
government that has been in power for
two terms.
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
