More military personnel head to the US-
Mexico border as officials describe an
increase in migrant crossings

(CNN)-The Defense Department is
ramping up resources at the US-Mexi-
co border as officials describe a surge
in border crossings in places including
Eagle Pass, Texas, where the mayor has
declared a state of emergency.

Some 800 new active-duty person-

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nel are being sent to the border, where
2,500 National Guard members already
are serving, Department of Homeland
Security officials announced Wednes-
day night in a call with reporters.

The move comes as migrant cross-
ings along that border are rising, sur-
passing 8,600 over the last 24 hours,
according to a Department of Homeland
Security official. That’s up from around
3,500 daily border arrests after the expi-
ration in May of Title 42 triggered new
consequences for those who cross the
border illegally. There were than 8,000
apprehensions on Monday.

The busiest sectors are Del Rio,
El Paso, Lower Rio Grande Valley and

Tucson — each facing more than 1,000
encounters over the last 24 hours, ac-
cording to the official. Eagle Pass is in
the Del Rio sector.

The submerged body of a man be-
lieved to be a migrant was recovered by
authorities near Eagle Pass Thursday
morning, according to the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety and the Maverick
County Sheriff’s Office.

The migrant, found under the wa-
ter a couple hundred yards north of the
Eagle Pass marine barrier, was in his
40s or 50s and likely drowned farther
north within the past day, said Maverick
County Sheriff Tom Schmerber.

Schmerber said the man did not
have identification and authorities feel
confident he was a migrant.

On Wednesday, a 3-year-old boy
died as his family attempted to cross the
Rio Grande near Eagle Pass, according
to a statement from the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety.

The DPS Tactical Marine Unit was
alerted that a child was swept away by
the current while trying to cross the
river with his family just after 3:30 p.m.
local time.

Troopers brought the child to shore,
and he was pronounced dead at a local
hospital, according to DPS, which said
the death occurred north of the marine
barrier in Eagle Pass.

The overall influx in recent weeks
has strained federal resources and over-
whelmed already-crowded facilities, of-
ficials have said.

Officials gave no clear explanation
for what has prompted the latest surge
and said they’re still working through
specific reasons.

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Hﬂjiminﬂﬁj {6 fisiEs I'Iiiﬁ] ﬁimo_“ij “"lj UNESCO commends Cambodia for the inscription
of Koh Ker on the World Heritage List
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On 17 September 2023, the World
Heritage Committee inscribed Koh Ker:
Archeological Site of Ancient Linga-
pura or Chok Gargyar, on the UNESCO
World Heritage List during its extended
45th session in Riyadh, Kingdom of
Saudi Arabia. This marked a momen-
tous achievement in the commitment
of the Royal Government of Cambodia
to the preservation of cultural heritage,
and a key milestone in the recognition
of Cambodia's rich heritage worldwide.

The UNESCO designation ac-
knowledges the exceptional historical
and architectural significance of the
Koh Ker archaeological site and its Out-
standing Universal Value, serving as
a tribute to the enduring legacy of the
Khmer civilization and efforts made by
Cambodia to safeguard its treasures for
future generations.

UNESCO Representative to Cam-
bodia, Mr. Sardar Umar Alam, congrat-
ulated Cambodia on this achievement:
“The inscription of Koh Ker on the
UNESCO World Heritage List consti-
tutes a significant milestone for Cam-
bodia, reaffirming our joint endeavor to
protect and promote the values of cul-
tural heritage for sustainable develop-
ment. As we celebrate, this achievement
opens doors to numerous opportunities
for sustainable tourism development
and livelihood promotion. UNESCO
will continue to work hand in hand with

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Cambodia for site conservation, mclud-
ing through scientific research, and to
further promote the Khmer cultural her-
1tage to the world.”

About the Koh Ker World Heritage
site:

Koh Ker was the capital of the
Khmer Empire for a brief period be-
tween 928-941 C.E. under its founder
King Jayavarman IV. Nestled within

the verdant Cambodian broad-leaf for-
est between the slopes of the Dangrek
and Kulen mountains, the site sits on
the ancient road connecting Angkor to
Beng Mealea, Preah Vihear, and from
there, Phimai in Thailand and Wat Phu
in Laos.

Koh Ker boasts several archaeo-
logical remains, including unique-in-
style temples, impressive Shiva-lingas
sanctuaries, as well as civil structures,
ponds, dykes, reservoirs, and ancient
roads that reflect the influence and
grandeur of the Khmer Empire. This
archaeological marvel offers a profound
insight into its era's well-organized proj-
ects of regional, social, economic, and
architectural development, town plan-
ning, and rural infrastructure.

At the heart of Koh Ker's signifi-
cance also lies its exceptional architec-
tural achievements. The heritage site is
characterized by a pyramid-style tem-
ple, known as the Prasant Prang, situ-
ated in the Prasat Thom complex. The
only one in Southeast Asia, the Prasat
Prang, forms the apotheosis of an ec-
centric building style, with a towering
step pyramid rising 35 meters above the
surrounding landscape.

Other exceptional characteristics
of Koh Ker include water management
techniques combining elements of high-
land river damming with the more tra-
ditional lowland system of large reser-
voirs, canals, and terraced fields, as well
as monumental art, of which the sculp-
tures are the most prominent, executed
in the ronde-bosse technique. Its one-of-
a-kind iconography — currently referred
to as the Koh Ker style — is best defined
by its dynamic motion and sense of
movement. Giant sculptures of the Indi-
an epics of Ramayana and Mahabharata
adorn the temples and sanctuaries and
are considered masterpieces.

Due to the turbulent effects left by
the Cambodian civil war, most of the
statuary on the site was looted. In the
past decade, under the leadership of the
Royal Government of Cambodia and in
cooperation with the international com-
munity, Cambodia has achieved impres-
sive results in the repatriation of ancient
statues and artifacts in the framework of
the UNESCO 1970 Convention on the
Means of Prohibiting and Preventing
the Illicit Import, Export and Transfer of
Ownership of Cultural Property. Some
reclaimed pieces can now be found at
the National Museum in Phnom Penh.

The awards aim to support
and uplift local cultural organizations
and artists in their endeavors to enhance
and enrich the cultural landscape of the
community.

"These
grants are a testament to the City Coun-
cil's commitment to fostering a vibrant
and diverse cultural scene in Lowell, a
scene we believe will continue to play
a vital role in our community's recovery
from the pandemic."

BEIJING, CHINA —

Cambodian Prime Minister Hun
Manet arrived in Beijing on Thursday
on his first official trip abroad since tak-

Schmerber, the Maverick County
sheriff, told CNN Thursday he believes
cartels are helping drive the current
surge of migrants in Eagle Pass, the
county seat.

Salinas Jr. was asked about Schmerber’s
remarks regarding the responsibility of
the Biden administration, Salinas said
he hadn’t heard from anyone in the ad-
ministration.

“Nobody bothered to call me,”
Salinas said, adding he believes Biden
does “bear some responsibility for this
crisis.”

“We’re here, abandoned. We’re on
the border. We’re asking for help. This
is unacceptable.” Salinas told CNN'’s
Erin Burnett.

100 migrants from Venezuela stuck on
the banks of the Rio Grande told CNN
they were not willing to go back to
Mexico because it was “too dangerous.”

After crossing the river earlier, the
group was stuck on the riverbank in Ea-
gle Pass when rows of concertina wire
prevented them from proceeding.

The migrants stood in the water and
shouted through the wire, saying they
had been robbed and attacked in Mex-
ico. They said they wanted to wait on
the banks until US authorities let them
in. The group said they had been there
for hours trying to figure out how to turn
themselves in to federal authorities.

One migrant told CNN they were
willing to wait even if it meant they
would be deported. Some told CNN

he said on why he decided to make the
emergency declaration. “This is not nor-
mal, and we shouldn’t have to be going
through a situation like this in the Unit-
ed States.”

Salinas noted the crossings have
also had an economic toll on the com-
munity due to the closure of a bridge
connecting Eagle Pass to Mexico.

In the meantime, US Customs and
Border Protection is temporarily sus-
pending vehicle processing operations
at a crossing in Eagle Pass “in order to
redirect personnel to assist the US Bor-
der Patrol with taking migrants into cus-
tody,” the agency announced in a state-
ment Wednesday.

Eagle Pass responds to migrant in-
flux

Salinas noted his city is home to
only about 30,000 residents so the daily
influx of thousands of migrants has put
the community in a “very serious situ-
ation.”

“Alot of people are frustrated,” Sa-
linas told CNN’s Erin Burnett on Thurs-
day evening.

Earlier this week, Salinas declared
a state of emergency due to the sudden

influx.

“We have never seen this before,”

Border authorities in Eagle Pass
processed the large influx of migrants
on Wednesday in an “orderly way” but
warned the administration will “impose
consequences” on as many people as
possible who crossed, Department of
Homeland Security officials said.

wife, Pich Chanmony, walking down
the stairs from a plane to a red carpet
on an airport tarmac, where they were
greeted by two children, a Chinese of-
ficial and others.

Hun Manet later laid a wreath at
a monument in Beijing's Tiananmen
Square that honors those who died fight-
ing foreign invaders and in the protests
and battles that brought China's ruling
Communist Party to power in 1949.

Cambodia is a key Chinese diplo-
matic partner and supporter in region-
al and international forums. It helps
dampen criticism of Beijing within the
10-member Association of Southeast

Asian Nations, several of whose mem-

bers are engaged in territorial disputes
with China in the South China Sea.

China has gained important influ-
ence in Cambodian politics and its econ-
omy, as seen in the numerous Chinese-
funded projects, hotels and casinos in
the capital, Phnom Penh, and elsewhere
around the country. China’s state banks
have financed airports, roads and other
infrastructure built with Chinese loans.
More than 40% of Cambodia’s $10 bil-
lion in foreign debt is owed to China.

After his meetings in Beijing, Hun
Manet plans to attend the 20th ASEAN-
China Expo in Nanning, a regional capi-
tal in southern China not far from the
border with Vietnam, the Cambodian
Foreign Ministry said.

Chinese Premier Li Qiang also is
scheduled to attend the expo, along with
the prime ministers of Malaysia, Viet-
nam and Laos, and senior government
officials from Indonesia and Thailand,
the Chinese Foreign Ministry said.

The expo promotes cooperation
between China and the Association of
Southeast Asian Nations in trade, in-
vestment and tourism.

Cambodia’s close relations with
Beijing were cultivated by Hun Manet’s
father, Hun Sen, who stepped down last
month as prime minister after almost
four decades. His Cambodia People’s
Party has had a stranglehold on power,
fostered by Hun Sen’s autocratic rule
and adroit political maneuvers that crip-
pled any effective opposition.

China’s Foreign Minister Wang Yi
had visited Cambodia to reaffirm his
country’s commitment to its ally shortly
after Hun Sen announced his retirement

plan.

Hun Manet, Hun Sen’s eldest son,
had been army commander before suc-
ceeding his father. He was educated
at the U.S. Military Academy at West
Point, but is widely expected to main-
tain arms-length relations with Wash-
ington.

The U.S. has shown disapproval
of Hun Sen's undemocratic moves and
is also uneasy over the expansion of a
Gulf of Thailand naval port Cambodia
and China started last year. Hun Sen
consistently denied that Cambodia had
granted China the right to set up its own
military base at Ream Naval Base.

a surge of personnel to the area is not
unprecedented, or unexpected, amid
strains on federal resources. Troops
have generally served in a support role
rather than enforcement. Military per-
sonnel will not have direct contact with
migrants, according to a Department of
Defense spokesperson.

The up to 800 additional personnel
will, for 90 days, “fill critical capabil-
ity gaps, such as ground-based detection
and monitoring, data entry, information
analysis, transportation, and supply

chain support, until DHS can address
these needs through contracted sup-
port,” the spokesperson said in a state-
ment. “This deployment is consistent
with other forms of military support to
DHS over many years.”

In May, ahead of the expiration of
the Covid-era Title 42 restriction, US
Customs and Border Protection encoun-
tered more than 8,000 people daily and
had around 25,000 migrants in custody,
raising alarm within the Biden admin-
istration.
