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Cambodia: UN human rights
expert concerned by ‘succession’
plans, urges structural reforms

GENEVA (9 October 2023) — A
UN expert today called for structural
reforms in Cambodia following a “re
stricted” general election in July, and
said a planned hereditary succession to
power raised serious concerns with re-

spect to human rights, democratic prin-
ciples and the international rule of law.
“There is an urgent need for com-

prehensive reforms to ensure the trans-
parency and fairness of the 2023 elec-
tions, both in the electoral system and in
the country's broader political and legal
environment,” said Vitit Muntarbhorn,
the UN Special Rapporteur on the situa-
tion of human rights in Cambodia.

In his report to the Human Rights
Council, Muntarbhorn examined the
progress from the 2022 local elections
to the 2023 national vote, while also as-
sessing the application of the 20 human
rights benchmarks he identified in his
previous report.

“A key challenge for implementing
human rights benchmarks lies in the in-
tergenerational power shift in the coun-
try, which is intertwined with the politi-
cal and electoral processes and coupled
with the restricted civic-political space,”
the expert said, noting some progress in
addressing socioeconomic issues.

In his report, the UN expert iden-
tified significant obstacles that could
have affected the 2023 elections, in-

including the Candlelight Party, the
Cambodian Reform Party and two oth-
ers.

All
parties can oppose each other under the
banner of the Sangkum Reastr Niyum
movement and compete for internal po-
sitions, but the opposition party that ex-
presses views contrary to the royal will
cannot survive.

The former CNRP, on the other
hand, is allied to “survive” as a Dem-
ocrat, with a deficit in populism and a
dangerous increase from the ruling par-
ty at every step. Both groups have the
same goal of looking at future elections.

Where does the strength come
from?

The first group, the powerful CPP,
has maintained a violent policy of main-
taining power since 1979, not to give
up, even in competition with Sihanouk
or the West, to the point of violating the
laws enacted by its group. It has a lot
of wealth, a lot of human resources, and
a state structure that it can command

for Control

quickly, but the people still do not be-
lieve in the promises for the future of
this group. In 2023, the group is in the
process of “transferring the power of
its aging state to its children or to its
younger relatives instead.” The group
has not yet parted ways with the east-
ern powers, China and Russia, and even
tightened ties to ensure it retains power
against the liberal nation.

As for the second group, the former
National Rescue Party .... may also have
strength from many people because
there are still people who have suffered
in Cambodia have not yet escaped from
injustice, corruption, fear. The rest of
the people are left behind because of
poverty, because they are unions, they
are community land people, migrants,
nature protection groups and Cambodi-
an groups in free world countries have
joined together to form a free movement
or political force. In the 2013 election,
a coalition between the Sam Rainsy
Party and Kem Sokha's Human Rights
Party, which has been a guide since
1993. They had not been together long
enough. in 2017 the CPP could dissolve
the CNRP and because the two leaders
are divided on their own, members in the
party are scattered. Some live in hiding
abroad and others are willing to struggle
in politics in the country to form seven
to eight smaller parties, hoping for the
remnants of the former CNRP, but their
bosses accuse them of being traitors.

The West, including the United
States and Europe, did not allow Cam-
bodia to ride on the Cambodian people
without regular monitoring of Cambo-
dia, because it is also an economic pow-
er, which is why the Democrats have
hope of fighting for domestic freedom
with some liberal countries.

What is happening now and may
happen in the future?

When a senior CPP official re-
tires, they do not retire at all, but they
become members of parliament or the
senate, such as Hun Sen, when he with-
draws from the post of Prime Minister,
but he still has the position of chairman
of the CPP. He is also looking for the
next president of the senate, who will
become acting head of state or becom-
ing a full-fledged head of state is also
possible. So the former prime minister
can still intimidate others or order the
new prime minister through requests or
suggestions to his children on radio and
television, even stepping down from the
Prime Minister's seat. As of now, there
are two state powers, one (Hun Manet)
and the other (Hun Sen) to resist the op-

BOSTON — The Healey-Driscoll
Administration, in partnership with
the U.S. Department of Homeland
Security, will be hosting a work au-

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thorization clinic for migrants staying
in emergency family shelter during
the week of November 13, 2023. The
state will be organizing appointments
and providing transportation from
shelter sites to the clinic, which will
take place in Middlesex County. The
Biden-Harris Administration will be
providing onsite support to help col-
lect and process work authorizations.

“We are glad that the Biden-
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Harris Administration is hosting this
clinic with us, which will help process
work authorizations as efficiently as
possible. Many shelter residents want
to work but face significant barriers
to getting their work authorizations,”
said Governor Maura Healey. “This
clinic will be critical for building on
the work that our administration has
already been leading to connect more
migrants with work opportunities,
which will help them support their
families and move out of emergency
shelter into more stable housing op-
tions.”

This clinic will build on several
programs currently operated by the
state to provide legal assistance to
EA families and help shelter residents
start working, including:

1. Commonwealth Corporation
Foundation: The administration has
launched a new partnership with Com-
monwealth Corporation Foundation to
connect businesses to individuals in
shelter who are still waiting for their
work authorization but looking to gain
on-the-job training and skills develop-
ment. This new program is beginning
as a pilot, starting with Salem but with
interest in building business partner-
ships in other shelters and communi-
ties over time.

cluding attempts to negatively influence
the vote, disqualification of candidates,
harassment of opposition members and
concerns about the independence of the
National Election Committee. He called
for reforms such as a restructuring of
the Committee, impartial recruitment of
election staff and the presence of inde-
pendent observers. He also highlighted
mass trials, media restrictions and ma-
nipulation of the legal system.

The expert received reports of con-
tinued attacks, unjustified arrests and
prosecutions of human rights defenders,
journalists, political dissidents and oth-
ers critical of the authorities. “The use
of draconian laws creates challenges for
individuals working on human rights
and environmental issues, as they face
significant pressure when interacting
with authorities,” he said.

“Numerous human rights defend-
ers and environmental activists remain
in detention since the beginning of the
year, with an increase in numbers com-
pared to 2022,” the Special Rapporteur
said. “Various political dissidents are

being held in distant prisons, raising
concerns about their freedom and well-
being,” he said.

Muntarbhorn called for the imme-
diate release of those detained and for
the charges against them to be dropped.

For example,
MassHire South Shore is working with
Dunkin Donuts to fill 30 employment
openings and coordinating with Plym-
outh Area Coalition shelter provider
to connect shelter residents to jobs.

3. Immigrant Assistance Ser-
vices: In July, the administration

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thorization, asylum, and Temporary

5. Pro Bono Program: Ear-
lier this month, the administration
launched a Pro Bono Program with
immigration organizations to provide
services for more than 100 families at
large shelters

6. Legal Services Contract: The
administration recently began con-
tracting with legal services agencies
to provide services in 25 shelter sites
across the state.

Former Cambodia National Rescue
Party (CNRP) lawmaker Oum Sam An
wrote on his Facebook page on Novem-
ber 7 that the Vietnamese Association in
Cambodia today is a body that has the
legal role of representing the Vietnamese
government in implementing the roadmap
toward the West of the Vietnamese
leader Ho Chi Minh to achieve the future
of governing Cambodian territory in a
demographic plan by displacing their
people to live on Cambodian territory,
as they have done since the 1980s.

Oum Sam An stated that the Viet-
namese Association in Cambodia now
has a strong influence on the Cambodian
authorities and the Cambodian authorities
do not dare to affect the Vietnamese As-
sociation, while those Vietnamese as-
sociations do whatever they want while
the government led by Hun Sen's Cam-

have identification documents, such as
identity cards or passports.

However, during a meeting between
Hun Sen and Vietnamese Prime Minister
Pham Minh Chinh in a separate meeting
on the ASEAN Leaders' Meeting in Ja-
karta, Indonesia on April 24, 2021.

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The Ministry of Justice is ready to request the
release and pardon of nearly 1,000 prisoners
on the upcoming National Festival Day

A senior official of the Cambo-
dian Ministry of Justice claims that
the ministry is preparing to request
the release and pardon of nearly 1,000
prisoners (902) on National Indepen-
dence Day, November 9, and the
Royal Water Festival.

Secretary of State for the Ministry
of Justice Kim Santepheap wrote on
his Facebook page on November 6
that the Ministry of Justice will hold
a meeting on Tuesday to review the
request for commutation and pardon
of 902 prisoners, including 61 wom-
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en prisoners on the occasion of the
November 9 Independence Day, the
upcoming Royal Water Festival.

Kim Santepheap stated that the
meeting to review and evaluate the
composition of the prisoners was at
the request of the 23 Capital-Provin-
cial Prison Committees and at the
request of the Commission of the
Ministry of Interior, the four correc-
tional centers, which requested the
commutation of sentences and pardon
of prisoners on the occasion of these
two national festivals.

The Secretary of State for the
Ministry of Justice claimed that on
the occasion of the 9 November In-
dependence Day, more than 400
prisoners (464), including 34 women,
were asked to come to the Ministry

of Justice for examination and evalu-
ation, requesting a commutation of
432 sentences and 29 women. The
other 32 prisoners, including five
women, are seeking pardon.

Kim Santepheap stated that dur-
ing the Royal Water Festival, 438
prisoners, including 27 women, asked
for a commutation of 418 prisoners,
including 26 women, while 20 other
prisoners were released. A woman
also asked for forgiveness.

Every time on national holidays
and major national events, the King
of Cambodia signs the Royal Decree,
granting commutations and pardons
to inmates so that they can be released
from prison, imprisonment is reduced
or to be released from prison.

Article 27 of the Cambodian
Constitution states that the King has
the right to mitigate and pardon, which
stipulates in the Royal Decree of 12
January 2021 that mitigation and
pardon must be made on the occasion
of the festival. Major national events
such as Victory Day, National New
Year, Vesak Festival, National Inde-
pendence Day and Royal Water Fes-
tival.

Adhoc spokesman Soeung Sen-
karuna told The Cambodia Daily on
November 6 that the Ministry of
Justice should review the list of pris-
oners to be pardoned. In the past,
there has been a lot of bad information
leaked regarding the inclusion of
prisoners' names in the list that does
not meet the conditions for commu-
tation and pardon, benefiting some
lower-level officials from accompany-
ing prisoners.

Sung Senkaruna said that in re-
viewing and evaluating the composi-
tion of prisoners at this meeting, the
Ministry of Justice should also ex-
amine the composition of prisoners
of conscience in order to ease or
pardon them as part of their participa-
tion in easing restrictions on freedom

Rong Chhun, Vice President of the
Candlelight Party, announced at a press
conference on November 9 to clarify his
party's latest political stance on the ob-
struction that the Ministry of Interior
could not re-issue the original registration
documents so that the party could par-
ticipate in legal political activities.

In a press release on November 8,
2023, Rong Chhun said that the Candle-
light Party will hold a press conference
on November 9 at the headquarters of
the Independent Teachers Association at
9 am in Meanchey district, Phnom Penh
to announce the its position after the
Ministry of Interior did not issue a new
original registration document to it, which
is why it hinders its political activities
today.

The announcement comes after the
Candlelight Party was banned from the
National Election Committee in May
2023 on the grounds that it had no
original birth certificate issued by the
Ministry of Interior.

Former political prisoner and senior
CNRP official Meach Sovannara told The
Cambodia Daily on November 8 that the
Candlelight Party has no light in its legal
struggle to urge the Ministry of Interior
to issue a legal birth certificate. Re-es-
tablish itself so that the party can resume
political activity.

Meach Sovannara claims that the
issue of the Candlelight Party regarding
the birth certificate of this party is re-
lated to technical issues as well as po-
litical issues between this party and the
ruling party, so the hope of getting a birth
certificate from the Ministry of Interior
is completely invisible.

According to the source, the best
option for the Candlelight Party now is
to surrender to any of its affiliated po-
litical parties to maintain its own politi-
cal strength. There is no other way, while
the process of applying for a law to form
a new party also seems impossible.

Ahead of the July 2023 parliamen-
tary elections, the National Election

Committee issued a decision on May 15,
2023, denying the registration of politi-
cal parties for the Candlelight Party
election on the grounds that the party did
not come with a Prakas on the registration
of political parties at the Ministry of
Interior, which was certified by the
capital, province, municipality, district,
and Khan administration at the One
Window Stop Office.

Thus, on May 5, 2023, the Ministry
of Interior issued a letter to the Candle-
light Party stating that the Candlelight
Party has already registered with the
Ministry of Interior, so that the party can
use its own letter. The Ministry in ac-
cordance with the law in force, but even
so, the NEC still requires the original
birth certificate of the Candlelight Party,
while the Ministry of Interior has not
issued the original birth certificate to this
party again.

Article 27 of the Law on the Election
of Members of the National Assembly
stipulates that in order to officially reg-
ister a political party, a political party
must attach a copy of the political party
registration certificate to the Ministry of
Interior. The law does not require po-
litical parties to certify legitimacy, but
the NEC's announcement No. 027, dated
April 5, 2023, requires political parties
to confirm the legitimacy in the capital,
provinces, municipalities, districts, and
Khans, which is completely contrary to
the law on the election of members of
the National Assembly.

Because the government complied
with the announcement of the National
Election Committee, the Candlelight
Party was eventually refused registration.

While the Candlelight Party was
barred from voting, Hun Sen also ordered
the Ministry of Justice and the Ministry
of Interior to amend all election laws,
with Hun Sen clarifying the overall
content of the law: whoever is in the
party, anyone wishing to stand for elec-
tion. But if they do not go to the polls
on July 23, 2023, they will lose their
right to stand for election for life, which
is seen as an attempt to prevent the op-
position from returning to politics for
life.

motto of good neighborliness, tradi-
tional friendship, comprehensive coop-
eration, and long-term stability.

On February 26, 1986, Hun Sen
signed a circular on the implementation
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of policies for Vietnamese expats in
Cambodia, which required the Cambo-

dian government to provide land, shelter,
ID cards, proper maintenance, and sup-
plies, which are still in force and valid
until now.

On August 29, 2022, the Ministry
of Interior issued a notification on the
issuance of permanent residence permits
to foreigners immigrating to Cambodia,
as it is seen that the number of illegal
immigrants living in Cambodia today is
overwhelming-only Vietnamese. In ad-
dition, at the beginning 0f 2023, Hun Sen
also asked the King of Cambodia to grant
Khmer citizenship to Vietnamese people
by changing the name of Vietnam to use
the name of the Khmer pattern.

In this regard, in July 2003, King
Norodom Sihanouk issued a message to
the Cambodian people, declaring that
millions of illegal Vietnamese immigrants
had entered Cambodia.

of expression and the reduction of
restrictions on the basic rights of
citizens.

The civil society official stated
that if the Ministry of Justice only
decides to commute or pardon the
names of prisoners on the list submit-
ted by the prison commission without
proper scrutiny, it may affect the
process. This is serious and this is
also a factor leading to the elimination
of corruption of lower-level officials
to stop taking any benefits from pris-
oners who have not yet received a
commutation and pardon under the
law.

At the end of 2022, the Ministry
of Interior released its report that by
2022, there will be a total of nearly

40,000 detainees (38,049), of which
more than 10,000 prisoners (11,350)
and more than 10,000 convicts. 1,2006)
and carry out more than 10,000 release
orders (1,20006).

As of late 2021, human rights
organizations and prison data show
that more than 70 percent of Cambo-
dia's nearly 40,000 inmates are await-
ing a final verdict and remand in
custody but are being held in un-
sanitary crowded condition like
prisoners.

At the end of 2022, the King of
Cambodia reduced and pardoned more
than 600 prisoners (683) who applied
for leniency and pardon during the
National Independence Day and the
Water Festival.
